1. Reference the stream “unnamed #10”. The new trail is not centered on the existing
culvert which remains in the new design. The lakeside wall #33 is almost right on the
lakeside end of the culvert which will lead to wall, fill and possible structure issues.
Request the center of the trail move toward the highway (e.g. 1 ft.) to better center on
the culvert.

2. Reference the home access stairs #72 & #72A page AL35:

a.

Stairs must allow sufficient space for delivery access e. g. major appliance,
furniture, hot tub, etc.

It looks like too many steps shown for the stair height for #72 and not enough for
stair #72A.

How can stairs #72A be at a height of 48.76 at the top and 49.49 at the bottom?
| request an on-site review and discussion of alternative stair designs for this
crossing with the trail crossing designer to ensure a mutual agreement on the
design and discuss ways to minimize construction impact near the stream.
There is power for stair lights & power at the parking lot in the current condition
which should be shown on the existing conditions plan. This power must be
maintained as much as possible during construction and fully restored at
construction completion. This is a safety issue.

We request an additional set of stairs from Stair # 72 upper landing going north
for J. Johnson family access to their house on tax lot 3575300026, like shown for
stair #73

3. Associated with item 2 above, reference wall #33 profile page WPS8:

a.

This profile appears wrong to me as | make measurements from the markers
installed (PMX Point# 1925).

The profile of the culvert should be shown so it is clear the relationship to the
wall profile. It appears the wall bottom is below the bottom of the culvert. The
wall bottom must go over the top of the culvert.

Again as in item #2 | request a review to additionally discuss minimizing the
impact of the wall & stairs and a mutual agreement on the design.

4. Explain drainage handling in our area:

a.

How is it ensured no additional water draining onto our property (got worse with
installation of interim trail). Need more explanation of the drainage plan in our
area.



b. Be aware there is a French drain along the lake side of the interim trail that
drains into the stream. This must be maintained or replaced with a similar to
control drainage onto our property. | do not see this drain in the existing
conditions plan page EX19. It should be shown on the plan.

c. lrequest to meet with someone at site to discuss options and to be sure
designers understand the drainage issues.

d. |share the concerns about drainage that Daniel Denton and Skip Buchanan have
raised. They should be included in the discussion.

5. Shouldn’t the cross section in our area (STA 448+90 to STA 451+65) be that shown on
page CS-1 versus that shown on page CS-2?

6. Page Al 35, STA 450-451, reference the parking plan. We appreciate the effort implied
in the plan to implement reasonable parking. Some questions are:

a. Will we have “Property Owners Only- NO Trail Access” parking signs?

b. We assume existing parking south of the new parking lot wall southern end
remains as is, except for new asphalt — CORRECT?

c. Where do garbage cans go? (5 sets with new neighbors will be 6)

d. We understand that our neighbors parking for the 5 homes now north of us is
still in their existing parking area which we understand will lose some width due
to the wider trail, Correct?

Why doesn’t the clearing and grubbing line reflect the parking construction?

f. How is parking provided during construction?

Request that the streetlight on power pole in parking lot move from street side
of pole to parking lot side, for safety and theft deterrence, (or added light on
parking lot side).

7. We want to maintain our privacy by replacing the Arborvitae or similar behind our
house lakeside of wall #33. How is that implemented? By a special use permit? | see our
neighbors in the Redmond section have done this.

Dear Ms. Kelly Donahue and Ms. Lindsey Ozbolt: | had an opportunity today to review King County’s “tree
preservation plan” (page 12 of 28) and the 135-page 60% review plan (page 52). I'm truly mortified and deeply
distressed that according to the County’s “plan” the County plans to move the trail off the current “as built”
trail further west to align from the true trail centerline which is virtually on the current split rail fence. This
action is completely unnecessary and would take over and destroy literally thousands of dollars of landscaping
and wildlife habitat for birds, eagles, animals, deer, ducks, bees, and much more! Come see the eagles in our
neighborhood! This property has been maintained by me since 1997 — for 20 years. Twenty years! Some of the
Rhododendrons and Azaleas were here before | purchased my home in August, 1997 and they are very grand
and old. The plans indicate that the County is going to replace my landscaping and the fragile and rare wildlife
habitat with “clearing and grubbing” based on the County’s survey notes. What does this term mean? It is
puzzling to me that the County would intentionally and deliberately destroy the beautiful landscaping and
wildlife habitat that exists now when the County can easily stay on the currently “as built” current location or
meander to the other side rather than swerving unnecessarily onto my 20-year old landscaping only to swerve
back to the existing “as built” trail.

Dear Ms. Ozbolt,

I am writing to register my deep concerns with the process, design, and permanent outcome of the King County
Sammamish Trail, South Section B.

I am sure you are getting bombarded with trail concerns from homeowners, so I'll try to keep it brief. While
my family and I have only lived on Lake Sammamish for approximately 4 years, we have paid well over
$120,000 in taxes to the county and city in my time. It’s shocking to me that this process is being driven with
no regard for the taxpayers and homeowners on the lake. Essentially, I think many residents feel like we are
being case as the enemy, or an unwanted King County or Sammamish resident, despite the fact the County
gladly cashes our property tax checks.

The core issue is that King County seems to believe that the trail is a public park, and that homeowners’ rights
and privacy don’t matter. We love the trail, and are happy that it benefits homeowners and others that come to
visit, exercise, and enjoy this beautiful area. However, it also is proximate to private residences and those rights
should be respected. The planned trail improvement really only benefits one group — road biking citizens of the
area. In all other cases — homeowners, walkers or runners, dog walkers, casual visitors — the current trail system
works fine with crushed gravel.

My chief concerns and complaints are:

In the case of my property at 333 East Lake Sammamish Parkway SE, King county in their 60% design has
proposed to PERMANENTLY ELIMINATE the direct access to my house, and will ask my family (and
neighbors) instead to use an access road to the south of us, and cross in front of several homes on a new planned
easement road. I was shocked when I noticed this on the 60% plans from their site — and again, I had no notice
of this change, I had to read through dozens of detailed and cryptic plans to even learn what might change for
my property access. They will have to create a new road through a neighboring property to access our (and
neighbors) home at a significant wasted cost. This change creates several specific issues for me:

1. Precedence — I am not aware of King County’s ability to make this change legally; the

arrogance and lack of regard for daily homeowners on a change of this magnitude seems
unprecedented.

2. Loss of property value and drive up appeal — currently, as you turn off the parkway, my
home is directly in front of the access, across the trail, with a nice drive up into our property and
an access road to neighboring properties. In the future, if King County rules the day, we will
need to access from another road, weave through several homes, and then turn into my
driveway. The drive-up appeal and ease will be lost.

3. Difficulty for mail and delivery trucks — this change will create a tight turn and turnaround
for larger delivery trucks.

4. Emergency services — the changes create more difficult access for emergency vehicles,
perhaps shaving off precious minutes to access our property in the event of an emergency.

5. Much more difficult to retrieve mail or take out trash to curb — this planned change
creates much longer walks or rolling of carts for our trash services.

6. Difficulty of parking boats or other watercraft — as a lake homeowner, we occasionally
store watercraft in our driveway. Based on the planned changes and the loss of direct access, the
resulting narrow turns/drive will make this very difficult if not impossible to store a boat.

7. Likely loss of front property to create access road/turning area — taking away some of our
parking and front buffer.

They did not consult any of the homeowners or attempt at any point to work cooperatively with their
taxpaying citizens. Their attitude and disregard for our rights are very cavalier. To illustrate this, one day a few
weeks ago, we had 3 workers in our front yard pounding stakes into our landscaping beds — with no notice, no
knock the door, no apologies, nothing — no care at all for our property rights.

As noted above, the improved trail — at great cost — only benefits one group: the road biking enthusiasts. I’ve
recreationally ridden my bike on this trail with my family for years, and even used it to access Redmond and
other areas. However, road bikers will likely desire to travel at a faster pace on a paved surface, and the speed
limit on the trail (posted at 15 MPH) will undoubtedly be regularly exceeded, making it more dangerous for
families, slower riders, walkers, joggers, and those with their pets. Not to mention the increased likelihood of
crossing collisions.

In addition, King County via their landscape plans and desire to widen the trail, has planned to pull out
several large, mature evergreens that provide privacy and add value to our home. I’ve noted approximately 5-6
large evergreens marked for removal from our front and bordering properties on these plans.

Finally, the construction of the trail itself blocks access to residents for many months, perhaps over a year, to
the trail itself from their properties. The trail is our neighborhood, we have no other available roads or access

out of our homes for walking with our families and dogs, taking a bike ride, running for exercise, or simply
meandering around. This is a significant inconvenience.

My wife and I have lost hope that the trail plans will simply disappear and save the taxpayers millions and spare
residents of the area the inconvenience and permanent harm. My hope now is that the City of Sammamish will
support their residents and bring King County to the table in order to become a responsible party to work with
the homeowners on the trail changes. In my case, I believe at a minimum my current access road should be
maintained and mature landscape trees and shrubs preserved.

I appreciate your time and consideration on this matter.

Dear Ms. Ozbolt,

[ am writing to register my deep concerns with the process, design, and permanent
outcome of the King County Sammamish Trail, South Section B.

[ am sure you are getting bombarded with trail concerns from homeowners, so I'll
try to keep it brief. While my family and I have only lived on Lake Sammamish for
approximately 4 years, we have paid well over $120,000 in taxes to the county and
city in my time. It's shocking to me that this process is being driven with no regard
for the taxpayers and homeowners on the lake. Essentially, I think many residents
feel like we are being case as the enemy, or an unwanted King County or
Sammamish resident, despite the fact the County gladly cashes our property tax
checks.

The core issue is that King County seems to believe that the trail is a public park, and
that homeowners’ rights and privacy don’t matter. We love the trail, and are happy
that it benefits homeowners and others that come to visit, exercise, and enjoy this
beautiful area. However, it also is proximate to private residences and those rights
should be respected. The planned trail improvement really only benefits one group
- road biking citizens of the area. In all other cases - homeowners, walkers or
runners, dog walkers, casual visitors - the current trail system works fine with
crushed gravel.

My chief concerns and complaints are:

* Inthe case of my property at 333 East Lake Sammamish Parkway SE, King
county in their 60% design has proposed to PERMANENTLY ELIMINATE the
direct access to my house, and will ask my family (and neighbors) instead to
use an access road to the south of us, and cross in front of several homes on a
new planned easement road. I was shocked when I noticed this on the 60%
plans from their site - and again, I had no notice of this change, I had to read
through dozens of detailed and cryptic plans to even learn what might
change for my property access. They will have to create a new road through
a neighboring property to access our (and neighbors) home at a significant
wasted cost. This change creates several specific issues for me:



1. Precedence - [ am not aware of King County’s ability to make this
change legally; the arrogance and lack of regard for daily homeowners
on a change of this magnitude seems unprecedented.

2. Loss of property value and drive up appeal - currently, as you turn
off the parkway, my home is directly in front of the access, across the
trail, with a nice drive up into our property and an access road to
neighboring properties. In the future, if King County rules the day, we
will need to access from another road, weave through several homes,
and then turn into my driveway. The drive-up appeal and ease will be
lost.

3. Difficulty for mail and delivery trucks - this change will create a
tight turn and turnaround for larger delivery trucks.

4. Emergency services - the changes create more difficult access for
emergency vehicles, perhaps shaving off precious minutes to access
our property in the event of an emergency.

5. Much more difficult to retrieve mail or take out trash to curb -
this planned change creates much longer walks or rolling of carts for
our trash services.

6. Difficulty of parking boats or other watercraft - as a lake
homeowner, we occasionally store watercraft in our driveway. Based
on the planned changes and the loss of direct access, the resulting
narrow turns/drive will make this very difficult if not impossible to
store a boat.

7. Likely loss of front property to create access road/turning area -
taking away some of our parking and front buffer.

They did not consult any of the homeowners or attempt at any point to work
cooperatively with their taxpaying citizens. Their attitude and disregard for
our rights are very cavalier. To illustrate this, one day a few weeks ago, we
had 3 workers in our front yard pounding stakes into our landscaping beds -
with no notice, no knock the door, no apologies, nothing - no care at all for
our property rights.

As noted above, the improved trail - at great cost — only benefits one group:
the road biking enthusiasts. I've recreationally ridden my bike on this trail
with my family for years, and even used it to access Redmond and other
areas. However, road bikers will likely desire to travel at a faster pace on a
paved surface, and the speed limit on the trail (posted at 15 MPH) will
undoubtedly be regularly exceeded, making it more dangerous for families,
slower riders, walkers, joggers, and those with their pets. Not to mention the
increased likelihood of crossing collisions.

In addition, King County via their landscape plans and desire to widen the
trail, has planned to pull out several large, mature evergreens that provide
privacy and add value to our home. I've noted approximately 5-6 large



evergreens marked for removal from our front and bordering properties on
these plans.

* Finally, the construction of the trail itself blocks access to residents for many
months, perhaps over a year, to the trail itself from their properties. The trail
is our neighborhood, we have no other available roads or access out of our
homes for walking with our families and dogs, taking a bike ride, running for
exercise, or simply meandering around. This is a significant inconvenience.

My wife and I have lost hope that the trail plans will simply disappear and save the
taxpayers millions and spare residents of the area the inconvenience and permanent
harm. My hope now is that the City of Sammamish will support their residents and
bring King County to the table in order to become a responsible party to work with
the homeowners on the trail changes. In my case, [ believe at a minimum my
current access road should be maintained and mature landscape trees and shrubs
preserved.

Lindsay,

We spent 30 minutes with King County reviewing the 60% Plans for the East Lake Trail. We discovered
some issues that we think should be addressed before issuing any permits for work.

We appreciate your time in compiling these issues and hopefully getting a resolution that makes the
trail great for everyone.

For Reference, our property is Located at Station 334. | should note that we have a King County Use
Permit (SUPS14-0109) for our property, the staircases, dock, utilities, retaining wall, etc.. We have
cooperated fully with the county in these matters, and we are expecting they will do the same in this
process.

Our concern is that the current plan will unnecessarily destroy our property, remove access to our
property and create an unsafe situation for our family and trail users.

For the final trail, there is no fence specified for either side of the trail on our property (and no
gates). This creates a hazard for trail users and makes it impossible to protect our property,
possessions and family.

We currently have a fence and a significant gate that are a part of the interim trail. These are
scheduled to be removed, but there is no indication of what will be done with the gate.
Staircase #39 has no notes. The clean and grub line goes through a small portion of this
staircase. The staircase is a cantilevered system and removing a portion of the stairs would
create ‘domino effect’. A suggestion would be to move the clean and grub line a few feet just in
this small area.

During construction, there is fencing in place. We need access to our doc during this period, how
will this be accomplished? Will there be temporary gates we can lock? Losing access to our
property for an extended period seems unacceptable..

Staircase #40 also has no notes, but falls within the clean and grub line. We would need these
stairs to access our dock during construction. Can the stairs be left? They are naturally built into
the slope.

We have a very large concrete retaining wall that is noted on the plans. This wall holds our very
steep slope up and keeps our house from sliding down the hill. The clean and grub line is right
up against the retaining wall. How will the wall be protected from damage during construction
given the large equipment that will be moving around?

We have a permitted set of utilities that run under the trail. This includes water, electric and
runoff water. We marked these on the plans at town hall during the meeting. The runoff water
pipe in particular drains hundreds of gallons a second during a rainfall as it redirects all the
water from our property and roof down the tube. If simply cut, it would cause a pretty severe
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flood and erosion of the trail. This is part of a system that keeps our property safe from slides
(along with the retaining wall.

| have attached some pictures as well, to help illustrate the issues a little better.

Again, thanks for looking into this and | sure hope we can find a resolution to these issues as they seem
to be something we can work through.

| took the opportunity on January 10th to meet with King County Parks staff at Sammamish
City Hall to discuss the 60% plan for the ELST. The County representatives were very
courteous, but it would have been more useful to have County people available who could
discuss the plans for our property in detail. The two individuals present were incapable of
answering most of the questions | had. As a result, | have the following additional comments
for the City’s consideration.

1.

Addition of a parking lot - The 60% plan details the addition of a parking lot on my
beach property parcel. This parking lot is a result of the County eliminating access to
my neighbors garage, thus the County’s plan is to have my neighbors parking in front
of my house on my beach parcel. This to me is unbelievable on many levels.
Fundamentally eliminating my neighbor’s garage access is inconceivable, but
furthermore designing a large asphalt parking lot on my property shows the County’s
complete disregard for limiting the impact to my property. Creating a parking lot eye-
sore on my property is not the answer. There are many options available to
accommodate my neighbor’s garage access, so let’s determine a collaborative solution
instead of destroying the next door neighbor’s property with a parking lot!

. Eliminating the driveway to my beach - The addition of the parking lot also

eliminates my native surface driveway to my beach. This driveway has been in
existence for over 42 years. The 60% plan has no accommodation for this pre-existing
driveway.

. Fencing - The 60% plan shows the removal of the existing fencing, but no plan to

replace such fence. When the County originally put the trail through they agreed that
fencing in our section was justified for many reasons. As a result they paid for and
installed fencing to protect the adjacent property owners. This is a huge liability issue
for both the County and property owner. The existing fence needs to be replaced!

. Underground conduit - The 60% plan has no detail regarding underground conduit that

was approved by the County many years ago. In my case, | have water and electrical
lines underground below the trail. Again, this was approved by the County when the
trail was first put through. Let’s be sure this will not be disturbed during the
construction.



5. Special Use Permit - The County representatives at our meeting also raised the issue
of Special Use Permits to cross the trail to access our property. It is absolutely
ridiculous that | should be required to secure a SUP to utilize my own property. The
removal of any requirement for an SUP for any Sammamish residents should be a
minimum condition of the City’s approval of the ELST plan.
