I would like to comment on the 60% design plans submitted by King County 
for the trail. 
 
One cannot help but notice that the drawings are highly detailed for the north 
side of the trail (between the trail & Eastlake Sammamish Parkway), e.g. cut 
into bank, soldier wall, wall footings, wall height, type of fence (height, etc) in 
other words, the plans for the north side of the trail for all intents and 
purposes are 100% complete.  
 
However, on the south side of the trail along the length of our access road 
(Shore lane) the plans are void of any finish detail, which really leaves the 
homeowners along Shore lane with no information that would warrant a 
comment.   
. 
I think it is disingenuous of the county and, likely deliberate of the county 
planners, to not show the finish detail for the south side of the trail.   
 
I believe the lack of detail in the drawings, specific to the south side of the trail 
have been omitted from all the property owners along Shore lane on purpose 
in order to avoid constructive comment.  The same amount of detail for the 
south side should be provided early on (the 60% plan) as is provided for the 
north side of the trail.

Two preliminary comments: 
 

1. Thank you to Kelly Donahue for her time in helping me to understand the plans as they 
relate to my questions. I am not an engineer or in construction and the plans are very 
hard for me to decipher.  We are in favor of an improved ELST and subject to these 
comments and those of our neighbors we are hopeful it can soon be completed. 

 
2. As we understand them, these plans are not final and may change. But they do create 

expectations in the homeowner about what will occur at such homeowner’s property as 
the trail improvements are constructed. Therefore, failure to comment on any matter in 
the plans should not serve as an estoppel or prevent the homeowner from making 
additional comments or objections or even change position as the final plans are 
developed. And our comments are made with full reservation of all rights and remedies. 
 

Comments: 
 

1. To the east of the Trail as is passes through our property is an area marked as “Wetland 
28A” and “Unnamed Stream #28.” These designations are incorrect. This area 
encompasses a portion of the drainage system designed and constructed decades ago 
by King County to collect and drain water from the east side of ELSP to Lake 
Sammamish.  This was necessitated due to water collecting on the east side of ELSP, 
often running across the road, and on two occasions so saturating the roadbed that the 
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road washed out resulting in flooding and great harm to the homes and properties 
downslope. The “Unnamed Stream 28” should be redesignated as “ELSP Drainage 
Ditch.”  Moreover, when the garage on our property was remodeled, as a condition for 
its granting a building permit, City of Sammamish and King County required a scientific 
report be performed to determine that activities in connection with the garage and 
parking pad (now on the ELST 60% plan as being within a wetland setback) would not 
constitute a wetland code violation. Kleinfelder issued a report, accepted by the City in 
issuing the permit, that the affected area does not constitute wetlands subject to 
regulation by the Corps of Engineers or the Department of Ecology. In fact, the City had 
the Kleinfelder report reviewed by its own wetlands ecologist, B-twelve Associates, Inc., 
which viewed the site and concurred in the Kleinfelder non-wetlands determination.  So, 
the “Wetland 28A” determination is incorrect and should be removed. It’s a drainage 
system designed and constructed for roadway and public safety. 

 
I note here that if the drainage ditch and related area, should they remain “stream” and 
“wetland” for purposes of the 2A plans and permit application notwithstanding 
professional wetland hydrologist reviews to the contrary, then the proposed improved 
trail, running directly through the stream and wetland and stream and wetland buffer 
areas may not be widened to its new planned 18’ width under existing City of 
Sammamish codes and ordinances. As I understand it, while this issue was raised by SHO 
in its appeal of the ELST 2A permit, the SHB declined to rule on it based on procedural, 
not substantive grounds.  So, elimination of the “stream” and “wetlands” designations is 
not only correct based on science, it eliminates a potential source of trail delay and 
litigation. Let’s get on with completion of the trail. 

 
2. Due to failure of the existing trail drainage system and failure of the City of Sammamish 

to maintain its portion of the ELSP drainage system noted in #1 above, the downslope 
properties along our section of the trail are experiencing severe groundwater problems 
including soil saturation and consequent property damage. We are currently working 
with King County to design and implement a new drainage system to alleviate the 
problems and will reserve comment on these drainage problems to see if arrangements 
with King County can be worked out. However, the City’s failure to maintain is now 
causing such amounts of groundwater to flow under ELSP (instead of through the 
roadway culvert to the Lake) that I suspect the increased flow is to the point it is 
leaching oil from the old (pre-paving) Issaquah-Redmond Road roadbed (what is ELSP 
now was for decades a gravel road sprayed regularly with oil) and washing it downslope. 
Assuming my suspicions of this are correct, is this a release by the City of toxic waste or 
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a hazardous substance and if so what are the County’s plans to keep this release from 
contaminating the trail and properties downslope? Will it require the City to properly 
maintain its portion of the drainage system to constrain the amount of groundwater 
flowing under ELSP on to the trail and further downslope? 

 
3. With respect to the soil saturation problems we and our neighbors are currently faced 

with due to the drainage failures mentioned above, will there be any compacting of the 
trail bed during construction?  Studies show that compacting equipment causes 
minature earthquakes in the immediate vicinity of the compaction work which can build 
on each other to do serious harm to nearby structures and foundations.  Existing soil 
saturation will only increase the likelihood of such harm. If compaction is part of the 
construction it should be delayed until the drainage problems in this section of the trail 
are resolved, improvements completed and fully functioning, the existing soils given 
sufficient time to dry out, and only then in the least amount possible. 

 
4. The Plans at Station 449 show a line for the “shoreline setback.”  I believe the placement 

of this line is incorrect and should be further west. For more than a decade the City of 
Sammamish’s overflow discharge facility on the Lake to the south of our property has 
permitted many tons of dirt and other debris to be discharged into the Lake. In our area 
this results in so much material being deposited on the lakebed that, in addition to the 
destruction of fish and marine habitat, the shoreline and edge of the high water point 
has been pushed west.  
 

5. As it passes Station 449, the line for the east border of the railroad right of way is 
marked at 20 feet (more or less) east from its true location.  
 

6. The trail bisects our residence and garage/parking area; the residence to the west and 
the garage/parking to the east of the trail. The garage is outside of the C&G line but 
appears to be partially within the edge of the railroad right of way.   
 
A. With respect to the garage/parking area to the east of the trail:  Will the rock wall 

remain or will it be removed? If removed, where will the eastern edge of the trail be 
and will the rock wall be replaced with a retaining wall?  My concern here is that 
when the trail improvements are finished there will still be room between our 
garage and the trail for emergency vehicles to get in if ever needed. It looks that way 
to me but I’m seeking confirmation.  
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B. Our garage has been in its present location since at least 1943. A building permit for 
the garage was obtained from King County when originally constructed and from the 
City of Sammamish when it was remodeled.  Will King County be taking any action to 
limit, restrict or deny our continued use of the garage in its present location? If the 
garage should become damaged and need rebuilding (e.g., fire or storm) will King 
County be taking any action to limit, restrict or deny such rebuilding?  If we should 
want to enlarge the garage (e.g., add a second story apartment to assist the City of 
Sammamish in meeting its low-income housing goals) will the County be taking any 
action to limit, restrict or impair such an enlargement? 

 
C. On the west side of the trail, the gradient from the trail down to the house is a series 

of three levels each with its own rockery wall, landscaping and divided east to west 
by a pressed concrete stairway.  
1. From the 60% plans it appears that as the trail edge moves west a portion of the 

uppermost rockery wall, north of the existing stairs, will be replaced by “Wall 
#33.” Do I assume correctly that the remainder of the uppermost rockery wall 
(south of the south end of Wall #33) and the two lower rockery walls will 
remain? If not, what changes should we expect?   

2. We assume the top portion of the existing residence access stairs will be 
eliminated. Is that correct? And, if so, what is the County’s plan for replacing 
them and/or tying access into the existing steps that will remain? 

3. Assuming it doesn’t interfere with trail use/sightlines, will the County impose 
restrictions or requirements on our continued landscaping outside of the 
footprint of the improved trail? 

 
7. Our water, gas, and sewer utilities cross under the trail. None of this is shown on the 

plans.  What actions will be taken to assure these utilities will be properly located prior 
to commencement of construction and not be disrupted during or after construction?  
And in the event a line should be broken during construction what will be in place to 
assure an immediate fix without a determination of responsibility?  We want to avoid 
the finger pointing, delays and property damage that occurred in construction of the 
north ELST section when the contractor broke a resident’s sewer line and then tried to 
deny it allowing the problem fester. It has happened before and we think there needs to 
be assurance it will not, the false denials and finger pointing, happen again.  

 
8. How will access to our home be affected during construction? After construction? 
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9. Will the entry drive to our garage and parking be clearly marked as no trail access and 
no trail parking?  
 

10. Lastly, but as important as everything else already said: Trail safety. For us and our 
neighbors, the trail goes between our homes and our garages/parking areas.  So, we and 
our children, grandchildren, guests and others will have to cross the trail for ingress and 
egress to and from our homes.  Given the County’s sworn testimony before the 
Shorelines Hearing Board that it expects upon completion of trail improvements the 
ELST daily users to be in the many thousands, many or most of which I believe will be 
bicycle commuters, we have obvious safety concerns. On the ELST, or at least on 
portions of the trail like ours where having to walk across the trail for ingress and egress 
can’t be avoided, we think the trail rules should require bicycles to yield to pedestrians, 
the 15 mph speed limit should be reduced, and King County Police should have a 
frequently recurring presence on the trail to see to the enforcement of trail rules.  By 
way of example, I was recently in San Diego and had the opportunity to walk the miles 
of ocean abutting trail along Mission Beach and Pacific Beach. I was struck by its 
similarity to the ELST in width, ingress and egress to abutting homes and mix of 
pedestrian and bicycling users.  There, the posted speed limit is 8 mph.  There, like here, 
if a cyclist wants to ride faster than the posted 8 mph limit there was an arterial street 
(Mission Blvd) nearby. Here, there is East Lake Sammamish Parkway complete with a 
marked lane for cyclists to use wanting to go faster than 8 mph. Why wait for a terrible 
injury or death to occur on the trail before imposing some sensible public safety 
requirements?

To the City of Sammamish and Ms. Lindsey Ozbolt: 

Although we have each sent in our individual comments on the SSDP 60% design plans, we also wanted to reach out as a 

neighborhood to demonstrate the strong spirit of community and cooperation that exists on our portion of the ELST.  

 

We are a multigenerational neighborhood with strong ties to one another and the trail is the physical connection that 

supports and helps to drive our community connection. Whether we are visiting each other’s docks in the summer, 
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stopping for a chat on a dog walk, or throwing horseshoes, we use the trail every day to see one another. Some people 

would look at our section of the ELST with the trail bisecting our properties and think it diminishes the neighborhood, 

but we consider it a great asset, and we love our community.   

We are united in our desire to work with the city and the county to reinforce and ensure this strong community 

connection. We believe that if all stakeholders take up the obligation to uphold the spirit of our laws in not creating 

undue burdens on each other, and we each demonstrate the importance of community and collaboration, that property 

holders, trail users, the city of Sammamish and King County will all be able to arrive at easily workable solutions with the 

outcome being a great trail for all and a great example of civic progress.  

There are individual issues that need to be addressed at each property, and we’ve detailed these in our individual 

comments, this is just a list of the issues that affect the whole neighborhood: 

1. Access to the trail and to our waterfront is not currently provided for.  The current design shows steps and 

access being removed and not replaced. This is not only impractical it’s truly an undue burden, and it blocks us 

from our deeded shorelands.   

2. We currently have fencing on both sides of the trail that protects our private property and fences off the steep 

bank down to our docks and shorelands. The design has removed this fencing in some yards and has removed it 

completely from the waterfront, posing a real risk to trail users as well as opening our docks and shorelands to 

trespass. 

3. We all currently have utilities running under the trail to our docks. This isn’t referred to the in the design but 

needs to be accommodated.  

4. Access to cross the trail to our waterfront during the estimated two year construction is currently not provided 

for in the plan. This would also be an undue burden, we have to be able to access our docks, our boats, and our 

shorelands. In our neighborhood the only way to access our waterfront is by crossing the trail.  

5. Although our neighborhood is one of the steepest leaving us little for flat, usable space, half of our yards are 

being impacted, repurposed, for “wetland buffers,” and a rest stop. This is concentrated in our small area, and a 

very big burden on the neighborhood. We will lose the yards that are kids play in and the privacy that the county 

ensured us they would respect when they first talked about widening the trail. It seems there are other areas on 

the trail that make a lot more sense.   

6. We have several, old growth Douglas Firs and Magnolias in our neighborhood. We care for these trees and we 

highly value them. Only three are currently marked on the plan. We need to ensure that they’re listed on the 

Tree Preservation Plan, that they’re all tagged as SAVE to eliminate any ambiguity about preserving these trees. 

7. Segment B is the most sensitive segment of the ELST given the proximity of the trail to private property and the 

number of properties that are bisected by the trail. Segment B is also one of the longest stretches of proposed 

construction, over three miles long. It would greatly ease the burden on property owners and trail users to 

divide Segment B into two segments, cutting the impact of construction in half, and opening up a segment of the 

trail to activity approximately a year earlier.  

As you can see there are some serious issues that need to be addressed and luckily there are simple solutions. We invite 

the City and the County to come visit our neighborhood, walk through our proposed solutions, and together come up 

with a great plan. We’ve heard from both the city and the county that you are open to this next step, can we get a 

commitment and a timeframe for this meet up?

To the City of Sammamish and Lindsey Ozbolt: 

Although we have each sent in our individual comments on the SSDP 60% design plans, we also wanted 
to reach out as a neighborhood to demonstrate the strong spirit of community and cooperation that 
exists on our portion of the ELST.  
 
We are a multigenerational neighborhood with strong ties to one another and the trail is the physical 
connection that supports and helps to drive our community connection. Whether we are visiting each 
other’s docks in the summer, stopping for a chat on a dog walk, or throwing horseshoes, we use the trail 
every day to see one another. Some people would look at our section of the ELST with the trail bisecting 
our properties and think it diminishes the neighborhood, but we consider it a great asset, and we love 
our community.   

We are united in our desire to work with the city and the county to reinforce and ensure this strong 
community connection. We believe that if all stakeholders take up the obligation to uphold the spirit of 
our laws in not creating undue burdens on each other, and we each demonstrate the importance of 
community and collaboration, that property holders, trail users, the city of Sammamish and King County 
will all be able to arrive at easily workable solutions with the outcome being a great trail for all and a 
great example of civic progress.  

There are individual issues that need to be addressed at each property, and we’ve detailed these in our 
individual comments, this is just a list of the issues that affect the whole neighborhood: 

1. Access to the trail and to our waterfront is not currently provided for.  The current design shows 
steps and access being removed and not replaced. This is not only impractical it’s truly an undue 
burden, and it blocks us from our deeded shorelands.   

2. We currently have fencing on both sides of the trail that protects our private property and 
fences off the steep bank down to our docks and shorelands. The design has removed this 
fencing in some yards and has removed it completely from the waterfront, posing a real risk to 
trail users as well as opening our docks and shorelands to trespass. 

3. We all currently have utilities running under the trail to our docks. This isn’t referred to the in 
the design but needs to be accommodated.  



4. Access to cross the trail to our waterfront during the estimated two year construction is 
currently not provided for in the plan. This would also be an undue burden, we have to be able 
to access our docks, our boats, and our shorelands. In our neighborhood the only way to access 
our waterfront is by crossing the trail.  

5. Although our neighborhood is one of the steepest leaving us little for flat, usable space, half of 
our yards are being impacted, repurposed, for “wetland buffers,” and a rest stop. This is 
concentrated in our small area, and a very big burden on the neighborhood. We will lose the 
yards that are kids play in and the privacy that the county ensured us they would respect when 
they first talked about widening the trail. It seems there are other areas on the trail that make a 
lot more sense.   

6. We have several, old growth Douglas Firs and Magnolias in our neighborhood. We care for these 
trees and we highly value them. Only three are currently marked on the plan. We need to 
ensure that they’re listed on the Tree Preservation Plan, that they’re all tagged as SAVE to 
eliminate any ambiguity about preserving these trees. 

7. Segment B is the most sensitive segment of the ELST given the proximity of the trail to private 
property and the number of properties that are bisected by the trail. Segment B is also one of 
the longest stretches of proposed construction, over three miles long. It would greatly ease the 
burden on property owners and trail users to divide Segment B into two segments, cutting the 
impact of construction in half, and opening up a segment of the trail to activity approximately a 
year earlier.  

As you can see there are some serious issues that need to be addressed and luckily there are simple 
solutions. We invite the City and the County to come visit our neighborhood, walk through our proposed 
solutions, and together come up with a great plan. We’ve heard from both the city and the county that 
you are open to this next step, can we get a commitment and a timeframe for this meet up?

Hello Lindsey,  

We are writing to you today to share our comments and concerns in regards to the 60% completed plans for the East 

Lake Sammamish Trail – Segment 2B.  We are lakeside property owners with property designated on the plan at station 

329.  

We are active users of the trail and we are eager to work with the county and the city to get to a trail plan that we’re all 

happy with. We met with the county representative at city hall, and they confirmed a few serious issues with the current 

design. Fortunately, there are easily workable solutions to address these issues, solutions that are in place today as part 

of the current trail: 

1. Our stairs to access the trail from one side of our property, and our shorelands on the other, labelled #35, are 

marked to be eliminated during construction.  We must be assured that while these stairs will be removed 

during the construction, we would be able to work with the county to put in a new set of stairs to maintain our 

access to the trail and our waterfront. 

2. Currently there is fencing on each side of the trail within our property marked to be removed during 

construction.  The current 60% design does not have fencing on the water side of the trail in this area and shows 
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a solid fence across our property blocking access to the trail and our waterfront.  We must be assured that 

either the County will put fencing in or we will have the ability to put fencing in, either of which would have 

gates on both sides to provide access across the trail and to our shorelands. 

3. Our understanding is that the trail corridor will be closed for up to two years during construction and the 60% 

plan shows a solid six foot fence blocking the corridor with no access points to cross to get to the lakeside of our 

property.  This is impractical. We must be assured reasonable access to the lakeside during construction.   

4. Utilities -  We currently have electric running to our dock that isn’t referred to in the design, we need to ensure 

this utility remains.   

5. Segment B construction is estimated to be under construction for two years. Segment B covers a long stretch of 

the trail and this could easily extend beyond that estimated timeframe, as many large infrastructure projects do. 

I would suggest Segment B be broken into 2 separate segments for construction. This agile approach will cut the 

overall construction impact on property owners in half, and get more or the trail opened back up more quickly, a 

major benefit to trailer users and property owners.   

Thank you for the opportunity to provide comments in regards to SSDP2016 – 00415. We request that before the city 

approves the permit that these issues be addressed and that we are assured by the county that we will continue to have 

access across the trail during construction and when the trail is completed.

My wife and I reside at 1721 E. Lake Sammamish Pl. SE. (Property Tax Account Number: 062406-9058-02).  We 

purchased this property in June 2010.  The trail divides our property and we need access to the waterfront 

portion and dock. 

We are concerned with the current proposed design of the stairways on the west side of the trail.  Presently, 

we have fences with lockable gates on both sides of the trail.  Our stairways to the trail from the east side lines 

up with the gate and stairways on the west side.  The current proposed design will make it very difficult to 

maneuver kayaks and other boat materials down the stairs on the west side.  A preferred solution would be to 

provide a stairway and gate at the existing west location. 

 

Additionally, there is currently a water line and electric power line under the trail which were constructed in 

the mid-90s and which are essential for the operation of the boat lift and electrical on the west side of the 

trail.  It is our expectation that the water line and electrical wiring will be operational during and after 

construction of the trail improvements.  Since, we were not party to their installation, we do not know exactly 

where they cross the trail.  The water shut off valve for the water line to the boat lift appears to be by the 

street water meter.   If the water line is damaged during construction, there will be a significant water loss 

before crews are able to shut off the flow and additionally will render our boat lift in-operational. 
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There is also currently a culvert/catch basin on the east side of the existing trail that receives underground 

water all year round from the slope and drains on the east side of the trail.  As we understand it, it has been 

there since the days when the railroad was operational.  It is not clear in the current plans, how the trail 

construction will impact that culvert/catch basin during and after construction, but a significant amount of 

water moves through that facility continuously. 

 

The current clear and grubbing limit on the east side appears to be the existing fence on the property.  It is our 

expectation that the fence and gate will stay in place during and after the construction of the trail. 

 

On July 2, 2013 between 2:30am and 3:00am, we experienced an attempted home invasion by criminals using 

the trail as access.  Once you experience something such as that, you never forget it and security becomes of 

paramount importance.  The incident was investigated at that time by the Sammamish Police Department 

which provided strong recommendations for security such as lockable gates and well placed and visible signs 

of security monitoring systems, along with night lighting.  Those recommendations were implemented. 

 

As such, we are requesting that fencing and lockable gates are installed and/or remain on both sides of the 

trail.  The west side fencing and gate was installed by the previous owner of the property.  And the west side 

fencing and gate were installed by King County as part of the temporary trail improvement. 

 

We appreciate this opportunity to provide comments and count on the support of the City and its staff in 

helping accommodate our requests.

I have owned and resided at this address since 1981.  I have met with the Parks representatives and reviewed the 

60% plans that are on file.  I have several comments on these specific plans as well as several unresolved issues 

that directly impact the granting of Shoreline Substantial Development Permit (SSDP). 

 

1. Ownership. The County acquired the right-of-way to build the trail through my property from 

BNSF.  The Rails-to-Trails act gives the County the right to construct a trail on the right-of-way, but 

does not address ownership issues as it simply extends the railroad use to trail use.  Judge Horn in 2012 

held that at most, the County acquired a prescriptive easement over my property.  The County claims 

ownership via the more recent Pechman ruling, but that ruling did not include my property. Specifically, 

my house sits within the 100' right-of-way and has been an encroachment on the right-of-way for 67 

years. Railroad use (from 1950 until 1996) never required more than a 15' railbed and the railroad never 

questioned the encroachment of the house, driveway or parking area. 

 

The ambiguity of ownership directly affects future uses of my property as well as possible future 

requirements for permits just to continue living in the same location.  The permit requirement for title 
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insurance is moot if the Pechman decision were to apply to my property, but since it specifically does 

not, then at a minimum the title insurance requirement should be enforced, or better yet, the City of 

Sammamish should help to represent me and the handful of other homeowners with homes within the 

railroad right-of-way to reach a legal settlement with the County before permits are granted. 

2. Access to Bisected Property.  On the 60% plan, on the Plan & Profile section (P. AL3), "Stairs #3" at 

construction point 295+73 and "Stairs #4" at construction point 296+18 are my access to my parking 

area on East Lake Sammamish Parkway. My property is bisected by the trail and there is limited parking 

(4 cars) in front of my house.  Additional parking for 5-6 cars, my mailbox, and the location of our 

garbage pickup is all on the upper property along the Parkway.  The County proposes to remove the 

stairs during construction, but has no plan to replace them.  Thus, from the start of production forward I 

will lose access to half of my property.  (Walking up the driveway to my upper lot is about 1/8 mile 

away and would require that I walk along East Lake Sammamish Parkway where there is no pedestrian 

access.)  I need access to this property both during construction and when the trail is completed. 

3. Access to Parking.  Two of my four parking places are subdivided by the "cg" clear & grub line, 

implying they will be taken by the County during construction.  The County does not suggest what I 

should do to make up for this loss of parking, and in combination with #2 above (loss of access to my 

upper lot), the parking problem becomes critical during construction.  The City should not grant permits 

to the County until the County explains how it will address this significant loss of parking. 

4. Block Wall.  The two parking spaces described in #3 above are separated from the trail by a 4' block 

wall.  The 60% plan does not address whether this wall will be retained, replaced, or modified.  Any of 

these actions will have an impact of the parking area this wall protects. 

5. Fencing.  There is currently a permitted 6' cedar fence above the block wall and parking 

area.  (Construction points 295+66 to 296+20).  There is no indication of either this fence being 

removed during construction and/or the fence being replaced after construction.  The lack of a fence in 

this location is a serious hazard and must be addressed.

We are writing to you today in response to the document, "Notice of Application for Shoreline 
Substantial Development Permit (SSDP), East Lake Sammamish Trail Segment 2B," dated 12/28/16, 
that we received in the mail early January 2017.  
 
We, Shelly and Joseph Rowland, are the legal property owners of Tax Parcel #357530015506.  On 
January 17th, we met with the King County staff at Sammamish City Hall and had an opportunity to 
review the 60% permit plans.  We would like to state that they were very helpful in assisting us.   
 
Our recreational waterfront parcel is located on the following pages we reviewed:  G3, EX21, and 
AL38.  The staff highlighted in yellow our parcel which indicated that we had met with them, and 
correctly identified our property.  Our major concern and comment is that our existing access to our 
property is being eliminated with no replacement showing at this time.  Presently, (as noted on page 
EX21 and station 467 + 80), we access our property through an existing gate in the trail fence.  This 
gate has our own lock on it and is used only by us.  During the construction of the original gravel trail 
and fence, this gate was installed to provide access directly to our property.  Once entering the gate 
we proceed down a well established and constructed "paver staircase."   From the bottom of this 
staircase there is a well groomed gravel path approximately 25 feet in length that leads directly to our 
property.  Please note that the referenced gate, stairs, and path are in direct line with our property 
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lines. We regularly maintain both the stairs and the gravel path.  Please see the attached 3 photos to 
be helpful. 
 
On page AL38 of the plans, note #19 is located next to our gate and stairs, and on the adjacent 
legend, note #19 states that our stairs and gate are to be removed/eliminated.  This is unacceptable 
to us.  We feel that our present access is well established, and its elimination will result in an adverse 
impact to the value of our property.  We formally request that the final construction design and 
documents show a replacement access gate and a replacement staircase in alignment with where it 
currently exists leading directly to our property.   
 
We look forward to working with the King County design team to satisfy our request, and it is our 
hope to resolve this access replacement issue without the need for us to retain legal representation.

SHO supports improvement of the ELST and acknowledges that King County has a limited easement to 

improve the trail, except across about 27 properties where the railroad never bothered to obtain an easement. 

Some of the owners of these properties have filed a lawsuit over ownership; SHO is not part of this lawsuit. 

With the inter-local agreement between the City and the County no longer giving the County the privilege of 

applying to itself for the Substantial Shoreline Development Permit (SSDP), the City staff is now totally 

responsible for review of the ELST segment 2B design. 

SHO believes that the City staff needs to pay particular attention to the following City of Sammamish 

regulations that constrict ELST improvement: 

1. The improved trail must be aligned with the existing interim trail. 21A.30.210 Trail corridors – 

Development standards. 

2. When the improved trail is not within a critical areas buffers, the total trail width should not exceed 16 

feet. 21A.30.210 Trail corridors – Development standards. The AASHTO standards for public multi-use 

paved trails (Guide for the Development of Bicycle Facilities, 1999, as amended, American Association 

of State Highway and Transportation Officials) state that 12 feet of paving meets the level of service 

predicted by the County plus 2-foot gravel shoulders on each side of the paving. 

3. When the improved trail is within a wetland buffer, the total trail width should not exceed 14 feet. 

21A.50.310 Wetlands – Mitigation requirements. Mitigation sequencing requires that the width of the 
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trail be minimized within wetland buffers; the minimum paved width according to AASHTO standards 

is 10 feet. 

4. When the improved trail is within a stream buffer, the total trail width should not exceed 14 feet. 

21A.50.350 Streams – Mitigation requirements. Mitigation sequencing requires that the width of the trail 

be minimized within stream buffers; the minimum paved width according to AASHTO standards is 10 

feet. 

SHO submits that the City should not approve the SSDP when the County's design, as reflected in the 60% 

plans, is in conflict with City code in these areas. Appropriate design changes should be required and the 90% 

plans reviewed by the City to ensure that the conflicts have been eliminated. Only then should the SSDP be 

approved (subject to other considerations as well, e.g., ownership). 

With the trail improved according to City regulations, the impact to the environment will be minimized. Any 

mitigation required for disruption of the environment will also be minimized. 

SHO does question allowing the County to mitigate upon land that the County does not have fee interest or 

permission from the owner with fee interest. Creating a wetland or a wetland buffer on someone else’s property 

should not be permitted.

Regarding: East Lake Sammamish Trail - South Sammamish Segment B 60% Design Plan 

 

Thank you to the City of Sammamish and King County for providing the opportunity for homeowners to 
comment on the trail design plans.  We really appreciate the chance to communicate openly about this 
important project.  Here are our comments regarding the trail sections adjacent to our property. 
 
1. Sections 339 to 342: There is currently a chain-link fence bordering the west side of the trail.  Our 
understanding is that this fence will be removed during the clearing phase, and there does not appear to 
be a replacement fence in the design plans.  There is a relatively steep slope to the west of the trail that 
presents a safety hazard here.  It would be easy for a cyclist to ride off the trail while glancing up to 
enjoy the lake view, and tumble down 30 feet of embankment.  We would like to see the chain-link 
fence re-installed or replaced. 
2. Section 339: There is currently a small wooden fence bordering the east side of the trail.  Our 
understanding is that this fence will also be removed during the clearing phase, and there does not 
appear to be a replacement fence in the design plans.  This fence provides separation between the trail 
and a private driveway.  We would like to see this fence re-installed or replaced in order to maintain the 
security of the private driveway. 

3. Section 338+50: The Gate to the west of the trail provides access to private recreation areas on the 
lake.  We would like to make sure that this gate is not blocked off by the security fencing installed during 
the construction process. 

4. Section 341+50:  There is currently a chain-link fence to the east of the trail that largely lies outside of 
the CG zone.  This fence provides separation between the trail and a private driveway.  At 341+50, the 
CG zone moves to the east and crosses this fence for approximately 50 feet.  Therefore, that section of 
the fence will likely be removed for construction.  We would like to see that section of chain-link fence 
re-installed in order to maintain the security of the private driveway. 

5. Section 338: There is an intersection here where two private driveways cross the trail and go into two 
residences.  The plan calls for this intersection to be re-built with patterned concrete. We currently have 
trail users wandering up the private driveways, either intentionally or unintentionally. We would like to 
see adequate signage placed here to ensure that trail users realize that the driveways are private (they 
look like roads leading up the hill) and that this area provides no ingress or egress to the trail.
