Liz Ozbolt and To Whom Else It May Concern:

My husband, Steve Peck, my children and | are writing with serious concerns, fear and
disappointment with King County’s plans (and the unknown plans) to expand the development of the
East Lake Sammamish Trail. In early 2015, through exhaustive dedication to our labors, we finally
realized our dream to own a home on Lake Sammamish. We felt excited and extremely fortunate to
finally own something we worked so hard for and excited to find something with so many
opportunities. My husband loved the lake, outbuildings and shop, my children loved the 27 — 75-year-
old blueberry bushes and | loved the space which gave my children more room to roam and learn the
value of work. After King County’s plans, we are overwhelmed with feelings of disappointment and
sadness. Further, we are uneasy knowing there is still plans we are unaware of. What other plans
does King County have for our land? The City of Sammamish has no legal authority to approve the
Shoreline Substantial Development Permit until issues like ours, along with countless others, are
addressed and the public has had a chance to review the complete (90%) plans to assess the
county’s response. We urge the City of Sammamish for help in modifying King County’s plans for the
East Lake Sammamish trail. We love the trail and believe it is a community asset but we believe the
expansion is severely encroaching on our property and must be modified.

Through a detailed Ownership Research Report conducted by Graddon Consulting and Research
(findings affirmed by the Federal Court of Claims through Judge Horne’s extensive ruling) who has
studied the historic ownership and title of our land, we have confidence that the Right of Way Deed of
May 6, 1887 does not chain to either the Land Conservancy of Seattle and King County nor King
County because the legal description of the Quit Claim Deeds under which King County claims it
alleged fee simple ownership purports to convey only the right of way as now located and
constructed. Therefore, King County not only does not own fee simple absolute title to the land upon
which it purports to desire to expand the East Lake Sammamish Trail, it factually has no chain of title
claims whatsoever to our land. There is strong factual evidence both from the language of the Right
of Way Deed of May 6, 1887 and the historical time, place and manner context of the use of
conveyance document executed by Bill Sbedzue and Lucinda Sbedzue that the parties of the Right of
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Way Deed of May 6, 1887 intended only the conveyance of a mere easement for the sole purpose of
locating, constructing and operating a railroad and never intended to convey a fee simple absolute
interest in the property described by the Right of Way Deed of May 6, 1887. In addition, at the time of
the purported acquisition of the property by way of Quit Claim Deed from the Land Conservancy of
Seattle and King County to King County, the title insurance company had significant concerns about
what interests, if any King County actually obtained from the Quit Claim Deed. First American Title
Insurance Company has further corroborated Graddon Consulting’s analyses and conclusions
indicating that the property claimed now by King County was owned feed simple absolute to the
previous owners whom we purchased our home, Raab and Matrinez, and upon our purchase of the
property we’ve obtained Quit Claim Deed for fee simple ownership of the Right of Way. We are not
arguing against having a public trail, we are asking for a trail allowing for Right of Way Deed for a
surface easement with a similar size to the current trail. The proposed trail is far overreaching to
what currently exists and compared to what other Rails to Trails development exists.

The proposed development plans give us cause for serious concern. Especially since they are only
60% of what is to come. Here is a list of our specific concerns:

- The proposed 60% plans show three lines that significantly impact our property beyond where
the current trail resides and are costly, unnecessary and invasive. The Clearing and Grubbing,
Fill and Dispersion lines (AL27-AL28/LA16) significantly impact our property, going beyond the
proposed expanded 18’ trail and adding an additional 10-12’ (see CS2) more to the west side
of the trail for clearing, development, etc. This proposed plan would remove much of the
features, appeal and sentiment our property has for us. In this area lies 27 75-year-old
blueberry bushes and once botanical gardens historically known on the Eastside before roads
even existed. | cannot begin to understand why this would be okay for someone to remove
from our property. Plant retention is significant to all trail residence. In our short period of time
owning our property, it has become an opportunity for my children to learn the value of work
and provide service to those around us. In addition to the blueberry bushes being removed, a
long-since (over 30 years old) pre-established workshop structures and chain-link fence
providing security look as if they are to be removed and not replaced. The structures, fence
and the blueberry bushes have existed for several decades and in no way impede the current
trail nor the planned initial 18’ trail expansion. The 60% proposed plans have added Clearing
and Grubbing areas that are excessive and unnecessary that remove our preexisting
structures and plants. This area of land is flat, has several plants that absorb moisture and
has not historically been known for an area needing run off. With the expansion of a trail with
a nonpermeable surface, other less invasive (and less costly) drain off options exist that we’d
be willing to explore and help develop with King County, such as a French drain, dry well, or
swale (in addition to the plant life that already exists). A fence also must be replaced to
provide security to my family. From the trail, our home does not provide a view to the lake,
only directly to the window and access points of our home. Replacing the existing security
fence for my young children’s safety is absolutely and irrevocably necessary. Finally, the plans
which only indicate 60% being shown and yet are requesting your approval, do not show what
plants they wish to replace our plants, structure and fence with. I’'ve never heard of plans
being approved with only 60% communication. Developing other drainage options other than
the proposed C&G and dispersion plans would allow our structures, plants and fence to exist
with an 18’ trail as already developed in other areas of the trail.

The county’s existing plans (EX16) are not accurately displaying our property which borders
the eastside of the trail. The county correctly notes a compost bin but does not display a fence

along the trail line enclosing a garden and wrapping around by East Lake Sammamish Pkwy
SE with tall bordering pine trees. The existing irrigation which currently runs under the trail for
the gardens is shown but does not look to be replaced in the proposed plans. Measuring from
the centerline of the trail for a width of 18’ (9’ each side of center line), the gardens do not
impose on the county’s plan and are consistent to the fruitful beauty of the area. We would
also like the plans to show our irrigation being maintained running to the eastside of the trail.
We disagree that the county would remove this from our property since it does not conflict with
an 18’ trail as developed in other areas of the trail.

On a separate Tree Preservation Plan (TP16), we’ve noticed that the county plans to save a
tree on our property beyond the Clearing and Grubbing line and boarding the R/W line that is
currently growing into a powerline. Frankly, it is makes no sense that the County would be
clearing much of the benefits and appeal of our property yet deeming a tree that is potentially
hazardous to remain.

We thank you for your time in seriously considering and acknowledging our comments and concerns.
In my profession, I've been fortunate to travel and learn about many other areas around the world.

I’'m always thankful and happy to return home. | feel blessed to live in America, live in a democracy
with the constitution and knowledge that I live in a land of opportunity. I've personally been blessed to
experience how hard work can transform someone’s life. | feel shocked that the intent of a Right of
Way Deed easement and ownership of many properties on Lake Sammamish including my own have
been convoluted and transformed into something which it is not. We urge the City of Sammamish for
help in modifying King County’s plans for the East Lake Sammamish trail. King County is being unfair
in their pursuit to develop the trail. They claim they are trying to work with the homeowners to be fair
but their actions do not match their accommodating words. The City of Sammamish has no legal
authority to approve the Shoreline Substantial Development Permit until issues like ours, along with
countless others, are addressed and the public has had a chance to review the complete (90%) plans
to assess the county’s response. | hope these issues can be resolved and the community can enjoy
the benefits the East Lake Sammamish Trail has to offer. My husband and | would greatly appreciate
the opportunity to speak with someone further about alternative drainage and development options to
maintain both our interests and the interests of the trail. Please feel free to contact us with the details
below.

Ms. Ozbolt:

As an adjoining landowner to the regional trail, | am an avid supporter. And over half my neighbors have
become sold on the trail after-the-fact. It has provided locals a mechanism to build community and to
keep or get fit. Before the trail we drove to Redmond to work out. Now we ride bicycles to potlucks
one mile away.

After reading the drawings provided at City Hall, | was impressed with the County’s “meandering” of trail
centerline from wetlands and significant trees as well as homes when possible.

The most fundamental question at hand is whether the County owns an easement or a right of way
(ROW). Having lived “along the tracks” for 60 years, reviewed maps, and read legal descriptions, | have
long concluded it is a ROW. If there are a few exceptions, then deal with the exceptions as such.
Railroad law is as powerful as government ROW’s. When the 405 freeway ROW is exercised to 8 lanes
and concrete walls are put up at the property line, we realize what “edge of ROW” means. Similarly,
when witnessing 5 box cars derail and lying on their side at the entrance to Weber Point, | had a defining
moment of what “ROW” meant. When the rail was active, Weber Point paid a yearly fee for the
privilege of having a road easement that crossed the ROW. The County, through the Cascade Land
Conservancy, acquired the Northern Pacific ROW as part of the federal Rails-to-Trails program.
Fundamental to this program is the requirement of allowing the potential conveyance back to Rails in
the future. This means the entire ROW!

It doesn’t matter how many livid adjoining property owners express their displeasure. The City may
have already approved homes and support buildings without confirming they are outside the ROW;
prior to the City, the County did as well. Occupying space with the government (or railroad) ROW is
different than occupying space owned by your private neighbor — there is no adverse possession.
Adjoining landowner’s have always carried this notion of adverse possession. Be wary of spending
Sammamish taxpayer’s money in lost legal cases. And realize that you have a dramatic open space along
a regional trail paid for by others for the entire eastern flank of the lake that is the City’s namesake.
Adjoining residents may occupy much of this land but it is not their property. Indeed, cutting a deal to
“give” the property to adjoining property owners so as to allow an improved regional trail would be
counter to the federal rail bank and the County would be held liable for such indiscretion.

One environmental mitigation opportunity that the regional trail could provide is to restore a little
stream for kokanee spawning at the north end of 2B trail segment. It is Stream #143L and is associated
with Wetland 30B at Station 464+00. The County drawing says “no mitigation areas at this time”. There



is about 300’ of channel on the east side of trail in a ditched configuration that could readily be made
suitable for kokanee spawning. Spawning gravels could be placed as substrate in intended riffle areas
and thereby create pools as resting areas. The stream branches both south and north and the flows
could be combined (except in flood) to direct north to maximize base flows. The stream appears to have
a terrific base spring flow. The stream crosses under the trail in culvert and goes maybe 60’ before
emptying into Lake Sammamish. There is a concrete slab that blocks fish migration at its mouth, but
with landowners cooperation this could be easily solved too.

Thank you for requesting permit feedback for of the ELST section 2b 60% plans. Our property
titled under Emily B. Kruglick (maiden name) shares its eastern property line with the trail
corridor. We would like to provide feedback in 6 areas:

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1) Concerns over drainage changes to existing ditches

We are concerned about the drainage changes along the trail both directly east of our house
and north of SE 26th along the corridor. Our house is at the lowest point of the neighborhood
causing waters to flow down the pavement towards our house as well as underground water
routes. We have done significant drainage work to protect our home and channel the water
out to the lake.

North of SE 26th there are ditches (between 321-324), on both sides of the trail, gathering
water from both above ground and below. The plan is that both sides of these ditches are to be
filled in and an underground drain is to be established to the east of the new trail. We are
concerned as to how this new drain will capture the same amount of water that the open
ditches do. The open ditches are never without water, even in the summer. If the drain does
not catch it, that water will naturally find is path downhill towards our home. It also concerns
us that the “existing” plans show the water currently running north, in the eastern ditch, where
it really is running south today. Thus the underground drain that will be going north is another
change to the system that is currently working well today.

South of SE 26th there is one ditch (jurisdictional ditch 11A) to the east of the trail that is to be
partially filled in and an underground drain is to carry water down past our property, at some
points running along the part of the ditch that is to be left and into lake Sammamish a couple
properties south of our property. We are also concerned as to whether this underground drain
will maintain the same protection as the current ditch does for our house. We also questions
the direction that the “existing” plans show where the northern most part of this ditch is shown
to be flowing north, and then farther south it shows it running south. The whole ditch today
flows south.

Request: The city to require the county to correct “existing” plans to show the flows of these
ditches today. The city should also review the consequences of the removal of these ditches,
changes in directional flow and replacement with underground drains so that homes do not
end up flooded.
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2) Misrepresentation of current condition of property at our house

The “existing” plans for our house do not depict our property correctly and thus make it hard to
fully understand how the trial will impact us. Our plans show a rock line running alongside our
asphalt driveway but stopping where it turns to gravel. The rocks actually run the entire length
of the property to the southern boundary. This omission is confusing because the 60% plan
plans have the clearing area follow the rock line but then come out into the gravel once the
rocks have stopped which they have not. The rock line is also confusing as it shows a single
layer of rocks and that layer is outside of the clearing area on the 60% plan. The rocks are
actually not a line, but boulders that are positioned over an 8 foot wide area along the entire
eastern edge of our driveway. They work as a current retaining wall to hold back the hill to the
current interim trail which is approx. 5 feet higher than our asphalt. Note we have notified the
county about the incorrect drawing of the rocks.

Request: We would like the “existing” plans updated to clearly reflect the current state of the
rocks so that all planning has an accurate place to start.

3) Clearer explanation of changes being proposed at our property

The plan is to have a county built retaining wall between our property and the trail, however
the plan shows the rocks being outside of the CG line, which we have been told means they will
not be touched. This cannot be the case because the retaining wall is to be built in the same
place they currently exist. This seems to be a side effect of the “existing” plan not showing how
the rocks exist. Note we have notified the county about the plans not showing how the rocks
would be affected.

Request: Once the rocks are correct on the “existing” plan we would like the 60% plan to show
what they really plan to do with the rocks and retaining wall. Note we do understand and
accept that the rock wall will need to go away, but would prefer that it be clear in the plans
before it is permitted.
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4) Clearer understanding if trail construction will impact drainage improvements at our
property that exist within the right of way

Between the rocks and the asphalt/gravel there are 3 drainage basins that hook into our
drainage around our house to capture the water coming off and under the trail. These were
put in place due to water getting under the concrete driveway and making it float as well as
being a risk to our houses foundation. They are not represented on the counties plans. Note
we have sent a diagram to the county per their request showing them the drainage system
issues at this site.

Request: We ask that before permitting the county add the existing drainage basins to the
plans and show whether they will be removed or not. If they plan to remove them we also ask
they explain how they will keep the water that the drains currently handle from damaging our
property. Because these drains are important to the safety of our home and fun along the CG
line, our hope is they be left alone and the CG line be drawn just to the east of them. This
would mean the CG line that expands to the west at the asphalt gravel boundary, be kept in line
with the drains until south of the last cleanout for the drain. It is important to us that both
King County and we are very clear about what will happen with these drains as they do attach
to our drainage around our house, so they cannot just be ripped out without possibly damaging
the rest of our houses drainage system.

5) Resolution to discrepancy between our property survey and the counties

The ELST survey when staked in the fall did not match the survey we have on file with King
County from 2002. The county has told us that it believes its survey is correct and we are
awaiting further clarification from them to explain how our survey's definition of the trail
corridor is incorrect. The discrepancy has the ELST western boundary approximately one foot
west of where our original boundary survey had staked the boundary line.

Request: We would like clear agreement between us and ELST of the property boundary
before the trail is permitted.
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6) Correction to the Tree Preservation plan that SE 26" is a private road

On the tree preservation plan, it notes SE 26th (Driveway 5) as a public driveway. On the 60%
plans it is correctly marked as private. SE 26th is a private road and is not to be used for
construction or trial access.

Request: We would like the tree preservation plan to correctly state that it is private not
public.

area just south of it, serve no discernable purpose, other than to eliminate a basketball hoop, eliminate parking and turn
around areas, cause

removal of two small memorial gardens, and aggravate property owners. Maybe that is the intention.

2. My second concern is the removal of dozens of trees called for in the plans, that will do nothing to open up the view of the
trail in this

particular section. What it will allow is better views into the houses, garages and driveways of the neighborhood. Trees also
act as an effec-

tive 'Dispersion Device'. | noticed while walking the south end of the northern section of the trail (north of Inglewood Hill),
that several proper-

ties seem to have been spared some of this unnecessary intervention and was left to wonder how this consideration was
achieved.

3. Other than the needless creation of a Dispersion Area and the purposeless removal of several trees, my third concern is the
fencing specified

on the Plan and Profile Diagram AL30. The area of great concern to me is west of survey stake #426, almost directly behind
my home. The

fencing specifics show a split rail fence all along the eastern side of the trail, a split rail segment east of Wetland 26B (2 lots
south of me), and

a chain link fence beginning in the middle of my area where the Dispersion Area is proposed to start. As | read the plans, no
fence is shown

approximately 75 feet between the end of the split rail south and the start of the chain link fence. If | am reading the plan
incorrectly, | apolo-

gize, but If the plan is incomplete in this instance, it needs to be addressed. If the County's intention is to have an open
pathway from the trail

to my yard, that is going to create a real issue for me and all of my neighbors.

My late father used to tell me, "if you don't vote, you can't complain about the results". This letter, my first ever to any
government official, is me exercising my vote on the 60% plan as proposed. | just received the '‘propaganda‘ mailing from King
County touting all of the wonderful facets of the trail, and it's positive impacts for trail users. | agree with most of those points.
That mailing was from King County Parks "Your Big Backyard'.

My issue is that King County wants to take some of my small back yard, to increase their back yard, when doing so is
unnecessary, and serves no substantive purpose.

1. Blackice. The paved parts of the trail can and do get icy in winter, with black ice a particular danger. On the
unpaved trail, any ice that forms can be clearly seen and avoided. What will be done to ensure the paved
portions of the trail are safe from black ice?

2. Bike speeds. Bikers have gotten faster in the last few years, even on the unpaved portions. While most of the
casual bikers, who are generally slower, are good about warning with their voices or bells, many “hard core”
bikers do not extend this courtesy and fly by, posing a danger to those of us walking alone and even more to
those who are with unpredictable dogs — even on leash.

Suggestion. | would like to see a clear distinction made between where pedestrians walk and where bikes are allowed
to ride. Ideally, there would be a boundary, but at a minimum, | would like to see a line painted the length of the trail
similar to what has been done at Green Lake in Seattle, indicating which lane is for bikes and which for those on foot.

Thank you for requesting permit feedback for of the ELST section 2b 60% plans. Our property
titled under Emily B. Kruglick (maiden name) shares its eastern property line with the trail
corridor. We would like to provide feedback in 6 areas:

1) Concerns over drainage changes to existing ditches

2) Misrepresentation of current condition of property at our house

3) Clearer explanation of changes being proposed at our property

4) Clearer understanding if trail construction will impact drainage improvements at our
property that exist within the right of way

5) Resolution to discrepancy between our property survey and the counties

6) Correction to the Tree Preservation plan that SE 26" is a private road
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1) Concerns over drainage changes to existing ditches

We are concerned about the drainage changes along the trail both directly east of our house
and north of SE 26th along the corridor. Our house is at the lowest point of the neighborhood
causing waters to flow down the pavement towards our house as well as underground water
routes. We have done significant drainage work to protect our home and channel the water
out to the lake.

North of SE 26th there are ditches (between 321-324), on both sides of the trail, gathering
water from both above ground and below. The plan is that both sides of these ditches are to be
filled in and an underground drain is to be established to the east of the new trail. We are
concerned as to how this new drain will capture the same amount of water that the open
ditches do. The open ditches are never without water, even in the summer. If the drain does
not catch it, that water will naturally find is path downhill towards our home. It also concerns
us that the “existing” plans show the water currently running north, in the eastern ditch, where
it really is running south today. Thus the underground drain that will be going north is another
change to the system that is currently working well today.

South of SE 26th there is one ditch (jurisdictional ditch 11A) to the east of the trail that is to be
partially filled in and an underground drain is to carry water down past our property, at some
points running along the part of the ditch that is to be left and into lake Sammamish a couple
properties south of our property. We are also concerned as to whether this underground drain
will maintain the same protection as the current ditch does for our house. We also questions
the direction that the “existing” plans show where the northern most part of this ditch is shown
to be flowing north, and then farther south it shows it running south. The whole ditch today
flows south.

Request: The city to require the county to correct “existing” plans to show the flows of these
ditches today. The city should also review the consequences of the removal of these ditches,
changes in directional flow and replacement with underground drains so that homes do not
end up flooded.
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2) Misrepresentation of current condition of property at our house

The “existing” plans for our house do not depict our property correctly and thus make it hard to
fully understand how the trial will impact us. Our plans show a rock line running alongside our
asphalt driveway but stopping where it turns to gravel. The rocks actually run the entire length
of the property to the southern boundary. This omission is confusing because the 60% plan
plans have the clearing area follow the rock line but then come out into the gravel once the
rocks have stopped which they have not. The rock line is also confusing as it shows a single
layer of rocks and that layer is outside of the clearing area on the 60% plan. The rocks are
actually not a line, but boulders that are positioned over an 8 foot wide area along the entire
eastern edge of our driveway. They work as a current retaining wall to hold back the hill to the
current interim trail which is approx. 5 feet higher than our asphalt. Note we have notified the
county about the incorrect drawing of the rocks.

Request: We would like the “existing” plans updated to clearly reflect the current state of the
rocks so that all planning has an accurate place to start.

3) Clearer explanation of changes being proposed at our property

The plan is to have a county built retaining wall between our property and the trail, however
the plan shows the rocks being outside of the CG line, which we have been told means they will
not be touched. This cannot be the case because the retaining wall is to be built in the same
place they currently exist. This seems to be a side effect of the “existing” plan not showing how
the rocks exist. Note we have notified the county about the plans not showing how the rocks
would be affected.

Request: Once the rocks are correct on the “existing” plan we would like the 60% plan to show
what they really plan to do with the rocks and retaining wall. Note we do understand and
accept that the rock wall will need to go away, but would prefer that it be clear in the plans
before it is permitted.
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4) Clearer understanding if trail construction will impact drainage improvements at our
property that exist within the right of way

Between the rocks and the asphalt/gravel there are 3 drainage basins that hook into our
drainage around our house to capture the water coming off and under the trail. These were
put in place due to water getting under the concrete driveway and making it float as well as
being a risk to our houses foundation. They are not represented on the counties plans. Note
we have sent a diagram to the county per their request showing them the drainage system
issues at this site.

Request: We ask that before permitting the county add the existing drainage basins to the
plans and show whether they will be removed or not. If they plan to remove them we also ask
they explain how they will keep the water that the drains currently handle from damaging our
property. Because these drains are important to the safety of our home and fun along the CG
line, our hope is they be left alone and the CG line be drawn just to the east of them. This
would mean the CG line that expands to the west at the asphalt gravel boundary, be kept in line
with the drains until south of the last cleanout for the drain. It is important to us that both
King County and we are very clear about what will happen with these drains as they do attach
to our drainage around our house, so they cannot just be ripped out without possibly damaging
the rest of our houses drainage system.

5) Resolution to discrepancy between our property survey and the counties

The ELST survey when staked in the fall did not match the survey we have on file with King
County from 2002. The county has told us that it believes its survey is correct and we are
awaiting further clarification from them to explain how our survey's definition of the trail
corridor is incorrect. The discrepancy has the ELST western boundary approximately one foot
west of where our original boundary survey had staked the boundary line.

Request: We would like clear agreement between us and ELST of the property boundary
before the trail is permitted.
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6) Correction to the Tree Preservation plan that SE 26" is a private road

On the tree preservation plan, it notes SE 26th (Driveway 5) as a public driveway. On the 60%
plans it is correctly marked as private. SE 26th is a private road and is not to be used for
construction or trial access.

Request: We would like the tree preservation plan to correctly state that it is private not
public.

Dear Ms. Ozbolt:
Our property, on the 60% review submittal, is located between station points 307 and 308.

Itis shown on Sheet 38 of 135 AL6 on the plan and profile. We have several comments,
questions and observations for your consideration:

1. Access to the cabin and recreational lot - temporary and permanent.  There appears
to be no provision for access during the construction period. We use the cabin and dock
extensively all year.

2. Chain link fence on top of new wall. How tall will the proposed chain link fence be?
Will we be able to put wooden slats on the fence to maintain our privacy as we have with the
current chain link fence? There is no provision on the plan for a sliding gate, similar to what
is currently installed, to gain access to our property. We have a sliding gate that provides
privacy and can be locked so strangers do not enter our property. Retaining a gate for
privacy and security is mandatory.

3. Entry to cabin and recreational lot area. The proposed plan shows a landing with
steps going down to a second landing.  Our current entry from the gravel trail is a ramp, not
a stairway. We designed and built a ramp when we constructed our home for a number of
important reasons. We have friends and family who visit us and the steps will be a hazard.
Many visitors carry items to our beach when they visit us, and steps are an impediment. We
also have to clean the beach and bring garbage and yard waste up to the road for disposal.
We use hand trucks, wheelbarrows and movable waste containers for this purpose. Steps
are not a practical alternative and create a lot of extra work.

With regard to item 2 above, the gate placement in the chain link fence may need to be
moved to provide proper access to a new ramp and landing. The current ramp structure is
built with large rocks. We would prefer to retain our rocks as part of any new ramp.



4. Type 1 rest area. There is a proposed type 1 rest area shown on the drawing. The
‘plans do not show a drawing of such rest area. We would like to know what you are
proposing. In this regard, we believe that this rest area is not needed and should be
removed. The rest area is less that 1/2 mile from the 7-11 store, which is a major access
point to the trail. We understand that restrooms and other amenities including parking will be
in that area. ,

If the rest area cannot be eliminated, then it should be centered between B-Line Station
306+09.55 and307+00 as it is a more appropriate area based on current utilities and
drainage.

Although there is an open recreational lot in front of the proposed rest area, that will not be
permanent. We designed and planned for the building of a new home that would be
connected to the present cabin.

9. The CG (Cut and Grub) and C Line (cut line) area proposed near the Type 1 rest area
and other CG areas. There is a very large area proposed for this work. When we built our
home, we put our electrical, gas, water, sewer, telephone, and cable utilities for the cabin
underground in this area. In addition, there is a large underground storm drainage pipe
crossing the entire area.

During our construction process, great care was taken in locating and installing all utilities
and drainage components. The County will have to exercise extreme care and precaution
within all CG areas to avoid damage to all these items.

6. East side of trail drainage. There is an existing large ditch running on the eastside of
the trail that requires some type of drainage work for runoff along the trail. We put in an extra
catch basin for this purpose near station point 308. We have no information regarding the
plans for drainage in this area. We need information and clarification how this will be
protected and preserved.

We have many concerns to discuss and resolve with you. We would welcome a time to
meet on the property to discuss this with you sc you have a clear understanding. It may be
prudent to have a locate service identify all utility locations prior to a meeting. | have attached
three photos for your review to the email transmittal of this letter. Thank you for your help.
