Lindsey, | am writing to you today to share my comments and concerns in regards to the 60% completed plans for the
East Lake Sammamish Trail — Segment 2B. | am a lakeside resident with the trail identification beginning with station
327.0 and runs 60 feet to the North of that marker (Page AL10 of 60% plans). Our physical address is 2331 E. LK
Sammamish PL SE.

My wife and | have been Lakeside residents for almost 20 years and had an opportunity to work closely with the County
to mitigate issues relative to beach access and fencing during the interim trail construction to ensure safety as well as
security for private property and possessions located on each side of the trail. Robert Nunnenkamp and Robin Cole
strived to come to solutions that worked for the trail users as well as the trailside residents. | have spoken briefly with
Gina Auld in regards to the paved trail and ask that the same courtesies are extended by the county as the final trail
plans are put into place.

My concerns are as follows;

1. Our stairs to access the lake labelled #33 are listed to be eliminated during construction. We would need to be
assured that while these stairs will be removed during construction, we will be able to work with the County to
put in a new set of stairs to maintain our access to the lakeside of the trail.

2. Currently there is fencing on each side of the trail within our property that we permitted with the county that
will be removed during construction. The current 60% design does not have fencing on either side of the trail in
this area. We would need to be assured that either the County will put fencing in or we would have the ability
to put fencing in, either of which would have gates on both sides to provide access across the trail within the 60
lineal feet that the trail runs North starting at station point 327.0.

3. When the house and dock were built in the 1960’s power and water were installed to the lake side of the
trail. We would need to be assured that the water and electrical service would be maintained or replaced
during construction.

4. Our understanding is that the trail corridor will be closed for up to two years during construction and the 60%
plan shows a solid 6 foot fence blocking the corridor with no access points to cross to get to the lakeside of our
property. We would need to be assured reasonable access to the lakeside during construction.

Attached are a few pictures of the trail corridor showing the current fences, stairs and lake access that will be impacted
during and after construction of the paved trail.

Thank you for the opportunity to provide comments in regards to SSDP2016 — 00415 and we request that before the city
approves the permit request, these issues be addressed and that we are assured by the county that we will continue to
have access across the trail during construction and when the trail is completed.

| know you are having a retreat tomorrow, and understand that the Trail is on your agenda for
discussion.

First, know that we understand the process for feedback, and not only will we respond to Lindsey
Ozbolt before Jan 27th, but will do so as a "neighborhood" vs. as individuals, to assist Lindsey in
processing the many pieces of feedback she is likely to receive. However, in advance of that
collective feedback, | wanted to give you a "heads up" on several issues in the "60% plan" that should
be quite useful for your discussion tomorrow. Collectively, these points are outrageous and point
toward your inability to consciously support the permitting of the trail without significant changes.

The "neighborhood" consists of the Sammamish citizens in the 2200-2300 block of East Lake
Sammamish PL SE (roughly 700 linear feet of frontage along the trail), ALL of whom have properties
that have homes and docks separated by the trail. These are some of the the most significant issues
with the 60% plan:

e The current 60% plan does not allow for replacing any gates to access the trail or our lakeside
docks. In essence the current plan is to eliminate the lakeside/our dock access altogether!!

e The current 60% plan eliminates the fence on the west side/lakeside of the trail along our
properties with no plan to replace it after construction! This area has a steep dropoff.

e The current 60% plan eliminates completely 4 of the 7 the back lawns, installation new "wetland
areas" in their place. This is comical, really, since these areas represent areas that are dry as a
bone and require irrigation (private sprinklers currently) to maintain ANY kind of landscaping! In
fact, this appears to be the ONLY place along the entire trail where a wetland has been added
to replace the many areas of true wetland destroyed in other areas along the trail corridor.

e The current 60% plan places a rest area in the back yard of one neighbor!

e The current 60% plan offers absolutely no access to our 7 docks (even 2-3 temporary
crossings) during what might turn out to be 2 summers of construction, thereby cutting off
access to our docks.

Again, this is not our formal or comprehensive feedback that will be provided to Lindsey
collectively....but hopefully this gives you some insight into the significance of the issues with the
current plan.

We'd like to host you collectively of individually to see this for yourselves, at your earliest
convenience.

| hope you have a good retreat and | really appreciate your representation in our significant issues
with the trail that stand to significantly impact our property values and quality of our family's lives.

| am submitting comments on the proposed trail and fish passage changes included in the South Sammamish Segment B
60% plan. As part of researching and producing this commentary and feedback | reviewed the plan documents,
discussed the various plan details and concerns with our neighbors, and also visited the City of Sammamish City Hall to
discuss some of these issues with King County representatives in person.

Most proposed construction is within private road (519710TRCT) that is not part of the trail ROW. All
home owners have a shared ownership in this tract, so owner consent is required.

e |tis very important to preserve the two massive ancient redwood trees at the west exit of the culvert, near
11+00 on the p-line and adjacent to rock walls #1 & #2. Does the “M” designation on the tree removal plan for
these two trees reflect concern?

Chain link fencing is not visually acceptable, would need a more aesthetically pleasing and natural fence
choice that fits the style of the neighborhood and the beautiful natural surroundings of the creek
passing there.

If infringement on wetlands is a concern, the designation of the area east of the trail here as wetland
23C s questionable. Can this be reevaluated and the plans changed to avoid destruction of the
Rhododendron, Oregon Grape, Aspen and Fir trees?

e Where grass area is replaced just south of Driveway #10 access, please ensure only very low growing plants are
added to the enhancement area to replace the grass. This is required for good visibility onto trail and parkway
from the driveway.

To expand on some of the key points | will first focus on the new culvert plans under Whileaway court. One concern
here is it is important to preserve the two large, majestic, redwood trees that are planted here just to the west of the
culvert. | am pleased to see that, to my understanding, feedback given to folks planning the culvert changes during an
onsite meeting in April of 2016 (Kelly Donahue from King County and several representatives from Parametrix) was

incorporated. It appears the plans have offset the new proposed culvert further away from the two redwoods in order
to reduce the disturbance to the tree roots during required excavation. The trees were planted in the 40’s and are a
keystone of the landscape in our neighborhood, they must be seen in person to be fully appreciated and cannot be
sacrificed!

We are also very interested in the improved fish passage that the new culvert will provide, and in particular the
increased capacity the new culvert will have in allowing storm water to pass through. The old/current culvert there is
much smaller and has been a concern of ours for plugging and overflowing.

We have additional concerns about several other details of the proposed plan outlined above, in particular the chain link
fencing and earth walls. It’s important to us that the new culvert aesthetically look very pleasing and fit into the
neighborhood landscaping and natural look and feel. Chain link fencing does not meet that requirement, we would like
this to be changed to some other suitable more natural material. It appears the earth walls will be constructed of
precast concrete blocks which will mostly be buried down to the road surface level, and only exposed where the cut of
the creek bed slopes down. If so, we believe this would be suitable if they did not have chain link fence attached.

My final point for the culvert plans is that | want to emphasize that in this section, unlike the trail ROW, the proposed
changes to the culvert occur on private property. There are important property rights and consent that need to be
adhered to here.

Secondly | would like to comment further on the trail deviation outlined in AL20. We are dismayed to see that the
current plan has the trail diverting to the west such that a significant and very beautiful naturally landscaped area will be
destroyed by the trail. The area has been maintained for nearly 20 years in its current state, and contains many native
plants and trees including other much older vegetation including mature Rhododendrons, Oregon Grape, Aspen, and Fir
trees. We would ask that as much of that landscaping be preserved as is possible. Are there changes that can be made
to the trail path in this section that can avoid or minimize that destruction? Can it be moved more towards the existing
trail path or shifted in some other way? If the reason for the diversion is due to the designated wetland 23C east of the
trail in this section, then we would respectfully request that this designation be reevaluated. It really does not look like
a wetland, it is a hill sloping down with a ditch carrying water away north and south. It would also be very illustrative for
folks in charge of planning the trail in this section to come down and see the current state and landscaping in person if
that hasn’t been done already. The landscaped area is well worth preserving and it would be a terrible waste to destroy
it.

Overall, we are happy to see the trail plans progress, and we see several benefits to the fish passage culvert work as
well. We welcome and encourage a dialog between the county trail planners and our neighborhood to discuss the
concerns, adjust the plans, and make some beneficial changes.

Can you please provide more information in your response to this email regarding how the feedback will be processed,
how it will be communicated to king county, how we will hear about incorporation of the feedback, and if there is
additional opportunity for feedback after any changes are considered and made? Also, sharing the timeline of the entire
review process leading up to eventual approval and construction would also be helpful.

As a resident along the East Lake Sammamish Trail for 30 years and trail advocate for the past 18 years, |
am writing to express my support for approving permits SSDP2016-00415 for the trail and SSDP2016-
00414 for the Inglewood Hill Parking Lot.

Let me reflect first on a personal story.

| will never forget walking along the North Sammamish segment shortly after the construction of that
segment was completed in 2011. | encountered a neighbor who had been a violent opponent of the
trail and who often criticized me for my support. Before construction, he complained that the trail was
taking land he thought should be his and completion of it would invade his privacy with walkers peering
into his windows. He even thought trail users would increase crime in the neighborhood or ask to use
his bathroom.

“I can’t believe how great this is now that we have it,” he said. “We have recreation on both the
backside (trail) and frontside (lake) of the house.” The front door to his home was within 15 feet of the
trail and trail users crossed his private drive. But he had become a complete convert, walking his dog on
the new trail daily and meeting neighbors he didn’t know before. He even confessed he’d lost a little
weight since he wasn’t driving his dog to the park for a walk every day.

And the story doesn’t end here. Several years later, when his home was on the market, | even noticed
the posted real estate flyer. It said: “Right on the East Lake Sammamish Trail!” The trail was a selling
advantage.

| want to make three points with this letter: 1) The East Lake Sammamish Trail, once completed in its
entirety, will be a tremendous asset for the City of Sammamish and shoreline homeowners, 2)
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Completed sections have already become a tremendous shoreline property owner asset, and 3) The trail
should be built to industry standards (AASHTO) for safety reasons.

City of Sammamish Asset

The Sammamish Council and staff have a long history of rubbing two pennies together to make a nickel
for parks acquisition. You have been highly successful at convincing longtime property owners to
donate their land, and you have received property acquired by other jurisdictions.

Yet, here is perhaps your biggest coup to date -- an 11-mile shoreline trail built to the highest standards
within the City of Sammamish and ALL at the expense of King County. Why isn’t the City doing
everything in its power to bring this multimillion dollar amenity to fruition? Particularly when a few
complaining lakeshore property owners, squatters on King County (public) property who are using every
legal tactic to delay the project, have been defeated in court at every turn for the past 18 years?

Let’s not let a final push of obfuscation and half truths at the last minute delay things further. The
Sammamish Homeowners Organization (SHO) admitted in a letter sent to shoreline property owners last
month that they were at the legal end of their effort to defeat the trail. They encouraged shoreline
property owners to attend council meetings and protest. Don’t be buffaloed.

The City of Sammamish and City Council are dreaming of an Emerald Necklace trail linking Sammamish
Parks and plateau communities, a project that is going to take years and probably hundreds of
thousands of dollars to complete. Here is a nearly-completed and all-expense paid trail at our doorstep,
and you are considering stonewalling with further permit delays? This makes no sense.

Lake Shore Neighborhood Community Asset
This brings me back to the story | began my letter with.

Before final construction completion of “our” trail, specifically the Redmond segment, the Lake
Sammamish shoreline and upland hillside was a disconnected neighborhood. Now, we are getting to
know our neighbors as people are out walking and bicycling and pushing baby carriages along its length.
Instead of driving, we use the trail to access the Redmond and Issaquah Farmer’s markets, Lake
Sammamish State Park, Marymoor Park and Sammamish Landing, one of the City of Sammamish’s
jewels. We are having more potlucks, BBQ's and dinner parties with each other. Our children, who used
have to be motored to visit their friends in the neighborhood, can now bicycle to see their school bus
buddies. We have become a community.

Fears that the trail would destroy our neighborhood have faded and are now laughed at. Boats, old cars
and junk that people were storing on what is King County property have been sold or are in storage.
People are proud that the neighborhood looks tidier and cleaner with new native landscaping paid for
and maintained by King County and the City of Sammamish.
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Contrary to some lakeshore property owner charges that the completion of this final segment of the
trail (Segment B) will destroy the environment, evidence from the Redmond segment shows it will
enhance it on a large scale on multiple fronts.

Residents in the Redmond segment are driving less, as I've already stated. But if we consider that more
homes would have/could have been built on what is now the completed segment, the East Lake
Sammamish Trail has protected a huge ribbon of green along our City’s namesake lake. Views from the
East Lake Sammamish Parkway to the lake have been preserved, enhancing the visual quality of our
neighborhood and City. The alternative future of a wall of private homes along the lake would have
been a disaster.

Trees that would have been removed for home construction also have been saved. As you know, King
County’s plan for this last Segment B of the trail retains 65% of the significant trees vs. 35% that
developers and homeowners must retain. Mitigation for this next segment of the trail will enhance
several hundred acres of wetlands and improve fish passage for salmon with new culverts and fisheries
enhancements. Six new culverts are planned for this final trail section seeking permits.

And let’s reflect back 20 years ago when a freight train used to rumble along East Lake Sammamish
between Redmond and Issaquah. The train was charming and thoroughly enjoyed by my children, but
crews regularly sprayed toxic chemicals along the right-of-way to control vegetation. There were
several dangerous derailments, impacting private property owners. There were also several track
replacement projects with crews, heavy equipment and materials in the right-of-way for months.

Again, we should be thanking the various individuals, private non-profits and King County for having the
foresight to save the rail corridor for public use and our neighborhood!

Safety First

The variety of users on the East Lake Sammamish Trail — walkers, people pushing strollers, bicyclists and
even motorized wheelchairs — requires a trail built to this highest of standards. This means a 12-foot
trail with 2-foot shoulders on each side. Most walkers and even pairs of bicyclists like to move along
side by side so that they can talk. One companion tucks behind the other when someone wants to pass
or for oncoming traffic. Still, there is barely enough room with 12 feet and the shoulder provides a
further safety zone.

Before the northern (Redmond) section of the trail was widened and paved, | was clipped by a bicyclist
from behind when | was on foot and he had to choose between me and another oncoming cyclists. We
need all 12 feet.

Another critical safety element is proper sightlines for crossings. Drivers must have a clear vision of trail
users. Though most fast bicyclists use the Sammamish Parkway, some runners and skaters are moving
at a pretty good speed. Drivers will learn to slow down when they cross the trail, but they must be able
to see.
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Conclusion

It is time for the City and council to show leadership on the East Lake Sammamish Trail, a project clearly
wanted by most of citizens and a project thoroughly vetted legally and environmentally. Let’s get this
thing done!

My name is Patrick Lathrop. | am an owner of property located at 2927/2921 E. Lk. Samm. Pkwy. This property is
adjacent to the proposed trail and is situated between the trail and the waterfront of Lake Sammamish. After reviewing the
recent trail plans, | have a few questions regarding the impact the trail will be to my land.

First, in the area in which my property lies, the topography does not allow for the full trail width. This is due to the steep
slope both on the east side of the railway corridor and the slope down to my property on the west side, that slope being
created by the railroad placing ballast when the track was originally laid. With these restrictions, the plan shows that the
paved section of the trail will be laid between the county installed fence at the top of the ballast slope on the west side and
a short railroad tie wall on the east side. This short wall has been in place since before | purchased the land over 40 years
ago.

My questions are regarding how the trail interacts with my current access routes. It appears from the plan that a stair pad
will be placed in line with the present staircase that leads down to my land. Will this simply be an asphalt block that will
align with the stairs and fence gate? On the east side, will the tie wall be left in place? Even more important, will there be
any change to the 10 foot wide parking strip above the tie wall and does the county plan to restrict my access to that strip?
On the topic of parking and access, the road that leads down to my land angles down parallel with the trail due to the
steep slope. At the bottom, | must pull forward far enough to then reverse into my parking strip. This takes some distance.
The plan is showing that a “rest stop” bench is to be placed in the area that | normally use to make that reversal. Does the
county then intend to remove the area that | have used these last 40 years to access my land?

Although the plan does seem to allow for my present access corridors to remain intact (except for the “rest stop”), | would
like assurances that in fact | will still be able to get to my property.

Ms. Lindsay Ozbolt,

My wife and | reside at 1721 E. Lake Sammamish PI. SE. (Property Tax Account Number: 062406-9058-02). We
purchased this property in June 2010. The trail divides our property and we need access to the waterfront
portion and dock.

We are concerned with the current proposed design of the stairways on the west side of the trail. Presently,
we have fences with lockable gates on both sides of the trail. Our stairways to the trail from the east side lines
up with the gate and stairways on the west side. The current proposed design will make it very difficult to
maneuver kayaks and other boat materials down the stairs on the west side. A preferred solution would be to
provide a stairway and gate at the existing west location.

Additionally, there is currently a water line and electric power line under the trail which were constructed in
the mid-90s and which are essential for the operation of the boat lift and electrical on the west side of the
trail. It is our expectation that the water line and electrical wiring will be operational during and after
construction of the trail improvements. Since, we were not party to their installation, we do not know exactly
where they cross the trail. The water shut off valve for the water line to the boat lift appears to be by the
street water meter. If the water line is damaged during construction, there will be a significant water loss
before crews are able to shut off the flow and additionally will render our boat lift in-operational.
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There is also currently a culvert/catch basin on the east side of the existing trail that receives underground
water all year round from the slope and drains on the east side of the trail. As we understand it, it has been
there since the days when the railroad was operational. It is not clear in the current plans, how the trail
construction will impact that culvert/catch basin during and after construction, but a significant amount of
water moves through that facility continuously.

The current clear and grubbing limit on the east side appears to be the existing fence on the property. Itis our
expectation that the fence and gate will stay in place during and after the construction of the trail.

OnJuly 2, 2013 between 2:30am and 3:00am, we experienced an attempted home invasion by criminals using
the trail as access. Once you experience something such as that, you never forget it and security becomes of
paramount importance. The incident was investigated at that time by the Sammamish Police Department
which provided strong recommendations for security such as lockable gates and well placed and visible signs
of security monitoring systems, along with night lighting. Those recommendations were implemented.

As such, we are requesting that fencing and lockable gates are installed and/or remain on both sides of the
trail. The west side fencing and gate was installed by the previous owner of the property. And the west side

fencing and gate were installed by King County as part of the temporary trail improvement.

We appreciate this opportunity to provide comments and count on the support of the City and its staff in
helping accommodate our requests.

1. Dispersion areas intrusive and unnecessary

The dispersion areas shown on sheets AL28 — AL31 (and elsewhere) intrude into portions of the
rail corridor currently used for gardens, parking, and other improvements long-since
established. These areas can be eliminated by simply sloping the trail pavement so it drains to
the east. Most of the area east of the trail in this region, despite being labeled “wetlands” in
some portions, is basically a large man-made ditch between the parkway and railbed that has
long served as a catch basin. Besides avoiding unnecessary impact on citizens, this will be a
significant cost savings.

2. Dispersion areas inadequately defined

Although not stated, the “dispersion areas” shown on various AL sheets are apparently to be
vegetated areas to handle storm water runoff from the trail surface. They are inadequately
defined in the 60% plans. Typical Section D (P.30) and E (P.31) appear to show these, and
Construction Notes 9 and 10 say “See LA sheets for planting schedule”, but there is no planting
schedule provided. Without this detail, and in the absence of a maintenance plan specific to
these areas, plan reviewers cannot assess the impact on their neighborhoods. The SSDP should
not be approved until this information is provided and the public has had a chance to review it.

3. Chain link fence is barrier to wildlife

A chain link fence is shown running almost continuously on sheets AL28 — AL32. Deer and other
wildlife frequently come down to the lakeshore in this area, and this fence will constitute a
barrier to their passage. If this fence is absolutely necessary for safety, there should at least be
more openings in it at to allow the animals to pass.

4. Unnecessary removal of trees

According to the Tree Preservation Plans, there are 16 trees slated for removal as reflected on
sheet TP16 that are outside the planned trail footprint, and a few more like that on sheets TP17
and TP18. These trees should not be removed. It appears this is intended only to allow
construction of the dispersion area, but:

1. Trees absorb moisture and contribute significantly to dispersion of runoff, and

2. The dispersion area should be located on the other side of the trail.

Tree retention is a key issue with trailside residents, and every effort should be made to
preserve existing trees.
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5. Wetland buffers shown to cross trail and roads

The county has argued that the wetland exemption stipulated in SMC 21A.50.290(2)(a) means
that wetland buffers stop at one side (generally the east side) of the trail. The code supports
this as long as:
the isolated part of the buffer does not provide additional protection of the wetland and
provides insignificant biological, geological or hydrological buffer functions relating to
the wetland
This code also allows wetland buffers to terminate at roads.

The 60% plans show buffers continuing on the west side of the trail and across some
neighborhood access roads. See for example sheets AL29, wetland 26C, and sheet AL34,
wetland 28E. Since the land generally slopes downhill to the west, these isolated sections of
buffer typically do not provide the above functions. Such buffers encumber the adjacent
properties. The county should not apply one standard to itself and another to the properties
adjacent to or bisected by the trail. Except where it can be shown by scientific analysis that
these isolated buffer regions do have significant effect across the trail or road, these buffers
should be shown as stopping at the edge of the trail or road, whichever applies.

6. Permits conditional on 90% plans

The SSDP should not be approved by the city until the various issues the public identifies with
the 60% plans have been addressed, necessary redesign occurs, that redesign is reflected in the
90% plans, the public review cycle for the 90% plans has taken place, and any remaining design
issues have been satisfactorily resolved. To the extent the clearing and grading permit is
impacted by any redesign, the same thing applies. The city’s permitting authority is the only
real leverage the public currently has with the county, and to issue the permits before this
process has been fully carried out takes away that leverage.

7. Government trampling on property rights

Many trailside property owners believe that they have fee interest in the rail corridor. They
believe that the Judge Pechman decision was badly flawed, and that the ruling of the Federal
Claims Court will ultimately be shown to be accurate. That is to say, the railroad easement was
extinguished at the time of abandonment and replaced, through rail banking, by a surface
easement for trail use only. The property owners have appealed the Pechman decision and
believe they will ultimately prevail and show fee interest in the underlying land.

In addition there is the adverse possession issue in state court. Those property owners intend
to show that the railroad, and thus the county, only acquired the right to control a narrow strip

of land that the railroad actually used, not a 100 foot wide corridor.

However the county’s trail design goes far beyond the mere installation of a hiking and biking
trail. It uses substantial portions of the full corridor for wetland mitigation and restoration,
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dispersion of stormwater runoff from the trail, construction of structures made necessary by
shifting and widening the trail, etc. As a consequence, many long standing uses the adjacent
property owners have made of the rail corridor are being compromised or destroyed. These
uses, which the county calls “encroachments”, have been there, with the railroad’s tacit
permission, in some cases for 100 years or more. Further, many mature trees are being
unnecessarily removed. This would never be allowed if those property owners’ fee interest in
the rail corridor was recognized. And once that fee interest is affirmed in court, these property
owners will feel justified in suing for damages.

Notwithstanding the claim that this is an “Essential Public Facility”, this is a project being
proposed on land where the permit applicant’s claim of ownership is tenuous at best. The 60%
design reflects a project that goes well beyond the mere installation of a hiking and biking trail.
Both the city and county should recognize that they are at risk if a project of this scale is
allowed to proceed.

I have owned and resided at this address since 1981. I have met with the Parks representatives and reviewed the
60% plans that are on file. I have several comments on these specific plans as well as several unresolved issues
that directly impact the granting of Shoreline Substantial Development Permit (SSDP).

1. Ownership. The County acquired the right-of-way to build the trail through my property from
BNSF. The Rails-to-Trails act gives the County the right to construct a trail on the right-of-way, but
does not address ownership issues as it simply extends the railroad use to trail use. Judge Horn in 2012
held that at most, the County acquired a prescriptive easement over my property. The County claims
ownership via the more recent Pechman ruling, but that ruling did not include my property. Specifically,
my house sits within the 100' right-of-way and has been an encroachment on the right-of-way for 67
years. Railroad use (from 1950 until 1996) never required more than a 15' railbed and the railroad never
questioned the encroachment of the house, driveway or parking area.

The ambiguity of ownership directly affects future uses of my property as well as possible future
requirements for permits just to continue living in the same location. The permit requirement for title
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insurance is moot if the Pechman decision were to apply to my property, but since it specifically does
not, then at a minimum the title insurance requirement should be enforced, or better yet, the City of
Sammamish should help to represent me and the handful of other homeowners with homes within the
railroad right-of-way to reach a legal settlement with the County before permits are granted.

2. Access to Bisected Property. On the 60% plan, on the Plan & Profile section (P. AL3), "Stairs #3" at
construction point 295+73 and "Stairs #4" at construction point 296+18 are my access to my parking
area on East Lake Sammamish Parkway. My property is bisected by the trail and there is limited parking
(4 cars) in front of my house. Additional parking for 5-6 cars, my mailbox, and the location of our
garbage pickup is all on the upper property along the Parkway. The County proposes to remove the
stairs during construction, but has no plan to replace them. Thus, from the start of production forward I
will lose access to half of my property. (Walking up the driveway to my upper lot is about 1/8 mile
away and would require that I walk along East Lake Sammamish Parkway where there is no pedestrian
access.) I need access to this property both during construction and when the trail is completed.

3. Access to Parking. Two of my four parking places are subdivided by the "cg" clear & grub line,
implying they will be taken by the County during construction. The County does not suggest what I
should do to make up for this loss of parking, and in combination with #2 above (loss of access to my
upper lot), the parking problem becomes critical during construction. The City should not grant permits
to the County until the County explains how it will address this significant loss of parking.

4. Block Wall. The two parking spaces described in #3 above are separated from the trail by a 4' block
wall. The 60% plan does not address whether this wall will be retained, replaced, or modified. Any of
these actions will have an impact of the parking area this wall protects.

5. Fencing. There is currently a permitted 6' cedar fence above the block wall and parking
area. (Construction points 295+66 to 296+20). There is no indication of either this fence being
removed during construction and/or the fence being replaced after construction. The lack of a fence in
this location is a serious hazard and must be addressed.

Lindsey,

We have lived at our current address for the past 21+ years. Since the taking of the rail bed, we
have attended the King County public trail meetings to view the documentation & express our
concerns with the proposed plans for the public trail. Segment 2B is now impacting us
personally. Our property lies within this segment (Page G6).

As per the proposed drawings submitted for permit, it is apparent to us that our concerns have
not been heard or addressed. While viewing our property & the survey stakes that were placed by
King County, we, along with our neighbors, are very concerned with the proposed realignment
of the trail impacting our properties greatly. Logically, it makes no sense why King County has
chosen to move the center of the trail to the west, impacting many waterfront owners, instead of
using the existing land to the east of the center of the trail, impacting no one. This land is
currently the center of the rail bed east to the East Lake Sammamish Parkway.

While walking the trail & viewing the proposed centerline of the trail to the north of us, the
centerline of the trail does move easterly so as to lessen the impact on the property owners & the

existing trees. King County will have to address the open ditch that they have created that runs
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from this property (Pages 20 & 51) and continues south to Mint Grove. This ditch has been
dredged by King County numerous times over the years creating a low spot that holds substantial
stagnant water on our property. The 2 outflows that exist for this ditch, one to the north & one to
the south, are high & dry, while our property is always holding water.

As you continue south towards Mint Grove , the centerline of the trail shifts westerly into
numerous waterfront properties, without any reasonable explanation. All the land to the east of
the centerline is still unused. See the attached photos showing the centerline of the trail as it
currently exists versus the proposed realignment westerly impacting all of our properties.

During the survey, Steve met with King County representative, Kelly Donahue, on site. Her letter
to us is attached. She said that the alignment decisions were based on the following: the
wetlands, the cost of improvement & safety. Apparently, the impact on the homeowners is of no
concern to King County.

If King County wants to call the ditch a wetlands, King County has created this wetlands by
their irresponsible dredging. It is their responsibility to rectify this problem they have created.
King County is creating more cost to the taxpayers by moving the centerline of the trail, instead
of maintaining the current footprint. Why? Regarding safety, this should always be a concern of

King County.

We are asking you, the City of Sammamish, to rescind the application from King County for
Segment 2B, until all of our concerns, as well as our neighbors, have been heard & addressed to
the satisfaction of all parties involved. Without the help of the City of Sammamish, King County
will do as it pleases, without giving we, the taxpayers, any voice.

We would like to request an on-site meeting with the city staff in the hopes of a better
understanding to our concerns. We look forward to your response.

| took the opportunity on January 10th to meet with King County Parks staff at Sammamish
City Hall to discuss the 60% plan for the ELST. The County representatives were very
courteous, but it would have been more useful to have County people available who could
discuss the plans for our property in detail. The two individuals present were incapable of
answering most of the questions | had. As a result, | have the following additional comments
for the City’s consideration.

SB-695

. Addition of a parking lot - The 60% plan details the addition of a parking lot on my

beach property parcel. This parking lot is a result of the County eliminating access to
my neighbors garage, thus the County’s plan is to have my neighbors parking in front
of my house on my beach parcel. This to me is unbelievable on many levels.
Fundamentally eliminating my neighbor’s garage access is inconceivable, but
furthermore designing a large asphalt parking lot on my property shows the County’s
complete disregard for limiting the impact to my property. Creating a parking lot eye-
sore on my property is not the answer. There are many options available to
accommodate my neighbor’s garage access, so let’s determine a collaborative solution
instead of destroying the next door neighbor’s property with a parking lot!

. Eliminating the driveway to my beach - The addition of the parking lot also

eliminates my native surface driveway to my beach. This driveway has been in
existence for over 42 years. The 60% plan has no accommodation for this pre-existing
driveway.

. Fencing - The 60% plan shows the removal of the existing fencing, but no plan to

replace such fence. When the County originally put the trail through they agreed that
fencing in our section was justified for many reasons. As a result they paid for and
installed fencing to protect the adjacent property owners. This is a huge liability issue
for both the County and property owner. The existing fence needs to be replaced!

. Underground conduit - The 60% plan has no detail regarding underground conduit that

was approved by the County many years ago. In my case, | have water and electrical
lines underground below the trail. Again, this was approved by the County when the
trail was first put through. Let’s be sure this will not be disturbed during the
construction.



5. Special Use Permit - The County representatives at our meeting also raised the issue
of Special Use Permits to cross the trail to access our property. It is absolutely
ridiculous that | should be required to secure a SUP to utilize my own property. The
removal of any requirement for an SUP for any Sammamish residents should be a
minimum condition of the City’s approval of the ELST plan.

Listed below, are comments concerning the above referenced property and the 60% design
drawings. We hope to be able to work with the County Designers to come up with a mutually
agreeable solution to the issues listed.

COMMENT #1: SHED LOCATION

The current 60% design drawing show a clearing and grubbing (CG) line extending
approximately 25 feet from the back of the current guardrail west towards the lake. We
currently have a shed located within the CG line. This shed has been in this location for
decades and is the single point of entry for the electricity and cable to our property and to the
property that is adjacent to the north. Removal of the shed will be extremely problematic as the
property is steeply graded and the shed is actively being used as storage.

Mitigation Strategy: The plans show that the CG line is not consistent in its width from the
guardrail suggesting that there is room for variation.

COMMENT #2- PARKING

The 60% plans show the guardrail moving approximately 5 feet to 6 feet east of its current
location. This movement results in a significant loss to our parking area. As is, the parking area
is used by two separate properties and is already quite narrow, moving the guardrail this
distance would effectively eliminate parking in this area altogether. There are no other available
parking locations for this property. In this section of the East Lake Sammamish Parkway, the
shoulder is very narrow and not wide enough to safely park a vehicle. We have had a guest
previously attempt to park in this location resulting in a hit and run accident that totaled the
parked vehicle. The Parkway is not safe for adults and children entering and exiting their cars
and trying to unload coolers and beach and water equipment. The Parkway also has bicycle
traffic along the shoulders, which a parked car would interfere with, forcing bicycles into the
road. There is not any street parking available within a safe and reasonable distance to our
property location.

Mitigation Strategy: One side of the parking area is deeply covered with blackberry bushes. If
the County limits the location of the guardrail by 1-2 feet and clears out the blackberry bushes
and installs a structural earth wall, we may be able to recover the needed space.

The 60% plans indicate that our parking area may be used as a staging area during
construction. We need assurance that the parking area will be in as good or better condition
during and after construction.

Additionally, as space is limited in this area we need a clear understanding of how we will
access our property during construction.

COMMENT #4 PROPERTY ACCESS - STAIRS

The plans show a joint stairway to enter our property and the southern adjacent property. We
want to retain our separate entrances.

COMMENT #5 FENCE

In anticipation of the planned chain link fence to be installed on the west side of the trail, we
would prefer a taller fence in order to provide privacy. In lieu of this, we would like to build our
own fence immediately adjacent to the chain link fence.

Additionally, we need to have al2 foot opening in the chain link fence near the location of our
shed in order to move items in/out. A sliding type gate would be sufficient.

COMMENT #6 GUARDRAIL GAP

The 60% plans indicate that there will be a walk-through gap in the guardrail of approximately 5
feet to access our property. We request the gap be widened to 12 feet. We regularly move
items to and from our property, such as water equipment, and need a larger space to provide
safe clearance.

Comment #7 Waterline

The waterline box for our property is within the CG line and has been located in this spot for
decades.
